For your personal safety, this
appliance must be grounded.
This appllance is equipped with
a power supply cord having a
grounding plug.

If the supply cord of this product is
darnaged, it must be replaced by
a special cord, Part No. 3353308,
available from Whirlpool-authorized
service centres,

To minimize possible shock hazard,
the cord must be plugged into a
mating grounding-type wall
receptacle, grounded in
accordance with local codes and
ordinances. If a mating wall
receptacle is not available, it

is the personal responsibility and
obligation of the customer to have

a properly grounded wall receptacle
installed by a qualified electriclan.
See Figure 1 to determine the proper
mating wall receptacle for the
power supply cord plug equipped
with this washer.

1 Remove tape that covers

m shipping strap. Pull to
completely remove the shipping
strap from the inslde of the washer.
Read. then remove label that covers
power cord and drain connector.

Pull firmly to remove the other end
of the shipping strap from the back
of the washer. The shipping strap
plug must be completely removed
from the washer for the self-leveling
legs to be released.

Iniet hoses are not supplied.

Use new hoses to install your
washer.

3 - coupling washer
Insert a flat washer Into Inlet hose
couplings that will attach to washer.

Check that washers are
firmly seated in couplings.

* - Inlets are plastic.
;o Do Not strip or
I | crossthread.

Aftach hose to bottom inlet
& valve opening first; then
second hose to top inlet. Tighten
couplings by hand. Then use pliers to
make an additional fwo-thirds turn.

Place hose clamp
over washer drain
connector. Push
coupling end of
drain hose onto
washer connector. Use pliers to
open clamp and slide clamp over
drain hose. Check for good fit.

6 Slide nozzle end

8 of drain hose
through the small "loop"
in the wire form. Wrap the
hook end of the wire form
around the drain hose to
form a "hook shape.”
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Floor Damage
Slide washer onto cardboard or

hardboard before moving across

floor.
Failure to do so may cause
damage to floor covering.

7 Move washer close to

m final position. Put *hook”
end of drain hose into laundry tub
or standpipe. Check for proper
length of drain hose.

8 If drain hose is too long —
m disconnect. Remove clamp

and coupling. Estimate length of
drain hose needed. Cut flexible
end of hose. (Do Not cut hook-
shaped end of drain hose). Push
and twist coupling securely onto
drain hose. (You should feel top of
hose through coupling.) Slide
clamp over coupling and hose.
Reinstall drain hose. See Step 5.

DO NOT FORCE EXCESS LENGTH OF
DRAIN HOSE DOWN THE STANDPIPE.
THIS COULD CAUSE SIPHONING.

9 Before attaching
B water inlet hoses,
{ run water through both

faucets into a bucket to get
rid of particles in water lines.

10.

Attach bottom hose (inlet marked
“H") to hot-water faucet, Attach top
hose (inlet marked "C") to cold
water faucet. An adaptor may be
necessary to connect the hose fo
the faucet. Tighten coupling to
faucet by hand., then use pliers to
make final two-thirds turn,



1 1 Carefully tilt washer

1 2 Use legs and nuts

a from parts package.
Screw nut down to within 1/2" (12.7
mm) of base.

Tilt washer backward and remove
corner post(s). Gently lower washer
to floor.

Move washer to its
permanent location.

Tilt washer forward raising back legs
1* (2.5cm) off of floor to adjust rear
self-leveling legs. Gently lower
washer to floor. Check levelness

at the washer front and from front
to back on each side using a
carpenter’s level.

If washer is not level, screw the front
legs up or down to adjust. Make final
check with level.

When washer is level, use wrench
fo turn nuts on front legs up tightty
against washer base. If nuts are
not tight against washer base,
the washer may vibrate.

1 7 Put "hook" end of drain

®  hose in tub or standpipe.
Secure drain hose by wrapping the
plastic strap around the hose as
shown in Figures A-C. If drain hose
cannot be strapped in place, it must
be cut exactly to length so the
"hook” end is held tightly over the
edge of the tub or standpipe as
shown in Figure D.

Note: If washer is moved ‘o adjust drain
hose, the washer musi be leveled agaln.
Repeat Sleps 14-16.

CHECK THAT HOSE IS NOT
TWISTED OR KINKED AND IS
SECURELY IN PLACE.

1 8 CHECK ELECTRICAL
m REQUIREMENTS. BE SURE
YOU HAVE CORRECT ELECTRICAL

SUPPLY AND RECOMMENDED
GROUNDING METHOD.

1 9 Check that all parts
m are now Installed. See
parts list, Panel A, If there is an extra

part, go back through steps to see
which step was skipped.

2 0 Turn on water faucets
m and check for leaks.
Tighten couplings if there is leaking.

Remove electrical cord
from basket and plug
" into grounded outlet.

2 2 Check that you

m have alltools that
you started with and that the
shipping strap with its 3 cotterpins
and plug was removed

from the
washer,

2 3 Take a few minutes and

m read the Use and Care
Guide to fully understand your new
washer, Now start the washer and

allow it to complete the regular
cycle.
