To defrost, set the temperature control dial at OFFposition.
Remove the contents and wipe inside surfaces and racks
with a clean towel. If frost does not come off easily, allow
the frost to melt somewhat and wipe off.
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After defrosting, clean the defrose water pan; see Cleaning
the Defrost Water Pan. Make sure inside surfaces are dry;
then return the contents to the wine cooler and oun the
temperature conrol to the desired sering.
