NOTE: Do not use rechargeable batteries. Make sure that both batferies are new.
« In order bo prevent discharge, remove the batleries from the remote control if the air
conditioner is not going to be used for an extended period of time
Kesp the ramote control away from extremely hot or humid places.
To maintain optimal operation of the remote control, the remote sensor should nof be

axposed fo direct sunlight,

« The remote conlrol can be mounted on a wall using the mountable holder.
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For maximum cooling efficiency, CLOSE the vent. This will allow internal air circulation.
OPEN the ventto discharge stale air.

NOTE : Before using the ventilation feature, position the
vent lever by pufling Part A out straight and
snapping it info place.

Airflow can be adjusted by changing the direction of the air conditioner’s louvers. This can also increase the
cooling efficiency of the air conditioner.

Adiust louvers to face upwards when cooling to maximize cooling efficiency.




Turn the power off and unplug the power plug before cleaning the air conditioner.

The air filter behind the inlet grille should be checked and cleaned at least once every 2 weeks {or as
necessary) to maintain optimal performance of the air conditioner.

How to remove the air filter

1 The grille may be opened from the top for easy
maintenance after installation,

2 Open the inlet grille by pulling off the exposed door
or the top of the unit (based on installation).

{3) Pull the tab slightly to release the filter. Pull the filter
in the same direction as the opening.

4 Clean the filter with warm, soapy water. The water
should be below 40%C {104°F).

5 Rinse off and gently shake off excess water from the
filter. Let it dry before replaceing it.

The base pan may overflow due to high humidity. To drain the excess
water, remove the drain cap from the back of the unit and secure the
drainpipe.

When pressing the drainpipe into place, apply force in the direction
away from the fins to avoid injuring yourself.

Drain cap
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The Air Purifying filter behind the air filler should be checked and cleaned once every 3 months or mors often if
necessary.

After removing the Air Purifying Filter, pull
slightly forward to remove the Air Purifying filter.

Soak the Air Purifying Filter in water mixed with a
mild detergent for 20~30 minutes.

Dry the Air Purifying Filter in the shade for a
day (The moisture must be removed completely
on this part.)

Note the cuts of electric discharye lines.

Re-install the Air Purifying Filter to the original
position.

Don't touch this Air Purifying Filter within
A 10 seconds after opening the inlet grille;
it may cause an slectric shock.

To prevent vibration and noige, make sure the unit
is installed secursly and firmly

Install the unit where the sunlight does not shine
directly on the unit.

The outside of the cabinet must extend cutward for
at least 12" and there should be no obstacles, such
as a fence or wall, within 20" from the back of the
cabinet because it will prevent heat radiation of the
condenser,

Restriction of outside air will greatly reduce the
cooling efficiency of the air conditioner.

This will force condensed water to flow to the outside,

Because of potential safety hazards, we strongly
discourage the use of an adapter plug. However, if you
wish to use an adapter, & TEMPORARY
CONMNECTION may be made. Use UL-listed adapter,
available from most local hardware stores (Fig. 13),
The large slot in the adapter must be aligned with the
large slot in the receptacle to assure a proper polarity
connection.

CAUTION: Attaching the adapter ground terminal to
the wall receptacle cover screw does not
ground the appliance unless the cover
screw is metal, and not insulated, and the
wall receptacle is grounded through the
house wiring. The customer should have
the circuit checked by a qualified eleclrician
to make sure the receptacle is property
grounded.

Disconnect the power cord from the adapter, using orne
hand on each. Otherwise, the adapter ground terminal
might break. DO NOT USE the appliance with a
broken adapter plug.

B. SITUATIONS WHEN THE APPLIANCE WILL BE
DISCONNECTED GFTEN.

Do not use an adapter plug in these situations.
Unplugging the power cord frequently can lead to an
eventual breakage of the ground terminal. The wall
power outlet should be replaced by a three-slot
{grounding) cutlet instead.

USE OF EXTENSION CORDS

Because of potential safety hazards, we strongly
discourage the use of an extension cord. However, if
you wish fo use an extension cord, use a CSA
certified/UL-listed 3-wire {grounding} extension cord,
rated at 154, 125Y.




Before calling for service, please review the following list of common problems and solutions.
The alr conditioner is operating normally when:

+ You hear a pinging noise. This is caused by water being picked up by the condenger on rainy days or in highly
humid conditions. This featurs is designed to help remove moisture in the air and improve cooling efficiency.

* You hear the thermostat click. This is caused by the compressor cycle starting and stopping.

* You see water dripping from the rear of the unit. Water may be collected in the base pan in highly humid
conditions or on rainy days. This water overflows and drips from the rear of the unit.

* You hear the fan running while the compressor is silent. This is a normal operational feature.
