LEVELING AND DOOR ALIGNMENT

Leveling

Your refrigerator has two front leveling legs--one on the
right and one on the left. Adjust legs to alter tilt from front-
to-back or side-to-side. If your refrigerator seems
unsteady or you want the doors to close easier, adjust the
refrigerator's tilt using the instructions below:

1. Plug the refrigerator's power cord into a 3-prong grounded
outlet. Move the refrigerator into its final position. Remove
the base cover.

It may take
several turns of the leveling leg to adjust the tilt of the
refrigerator.

Open both doors again and check to make sure that
they close easily. If not, tilt the refrigerator slightly more
to the rear by turning both leveling legs clockwise.

Air enters
refrigerator through the top vent, then circulates and
exists at the bottom, where it returns to the freezer..

SE_ING THE CONTROLS

Your refrigerator has a control pad on the dispenser that
lets you regulate the temperature in the freezer and
refrigerator compartments.

(3°0) and the FREEZER CONTROL at 0°F (-18°C).
Leave it at this setting for 24 hours (one day) to
stabilize. Then adjust the compartment temperature as
desired.

• Multi-Flow means powerful and effective cooling
operation. This is especially noticeable when new food
is placed in the refrigerator compartment.

• If water or foreign substances enter the cool air vent
while cleaning, efficiency will be lowered. In addition, if
gasket is damaged, efficiency' may be lowered because
of escaping cool air.

Do not bl_k any of cool air vents with foed packages.
If the vents are blocked, airflow will be interrupted and
temperature and moisture problems may occur.

IMPORTANT: Because air circulates between _th

sections, any edors formed in one section will transfer to
the other. You must thoroughly clean _th sections to
eliminate odors. To prevent odor transfer and drying out of
foed, wrap or cover foods tightly. (See the Food Storage
Guide section for details.)

Refrigerator Temp Control: 33°F to 46°F (O°C to 8°C)
The lower the number setting, the colder the refrigerator
compartment will become.

Freezer Temp Control: _°F to 8°F (-21°C to -13°C)
When the setting is at a lower number, the freezer
compartment becomes colder. The refrigerator
compartment becomes wa_er because less cold air
flows into the refrigerator.

NOTE: If you want to change '_Fto °C or the reverse,
press and hold FREEZER key and REFRIGERATOR key
simultaneously for 5 seconds or more.

NOTE: If you want to off display, press and hold ICE
PLUS key and FREEZER key over 5 seconds at the
same time.

NOTE: Touch display once to activate, then touch again to
change the settings or activate a function, if 10 seconds
has passed since the display has been touched, it will be
necessary to touch "once '_again to reactivate
_' This is to prevent accidental display setting changes.

ICE PLUS : Press the ICE PLUS button and the LED
will turn on. This function will remain activated for 24
hours and increase the cooling speed of the freezer and
the amount of ice produced.

Dispenser L_k : Press and hold the LOCK button for 3
seconds to lock the dispenser.
When it is locked, the dispenser will not operate. To
unlock, press and hold the LOCK button for 3 seconds.

• Filter Reset : It displays in months the number of
months left to exchange the filter from the moment
power is connected to the refrigerator, if you have
changed the filter after 6 months of use, press and hold
the FILTER button 3 seconds or more and the filter
display will be initialized with a buzzing sound.

NOTE: The average life of the filter is 6 months.

A WARNING: Ifa door is _, the dispenser does n_ w_k.
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ADJUSTING CONTROL SETTINGS

Give the refrigerator time to cool down completely before
making final adjustments. It is best to wait 24 hours
before doing this. The mid-settings indicated in the
previous section should be correct for normal household
refrigerator usage. The controls are set correctly when
milk or juice is as cold as you like and when ice cream
is firm.

The refrigerator control functions as the thermostat for the
entire appliance (refrigerator and freezer sections). The
higher the number setting, the longer the compressor will
run to keep the temperature colder. The freezer control
adjusts the cold air flow from the freezer to the
refrigerator. Setting the freezer control to a lower
temperature keeps more cold air in the Freezer
compartment to make it colder.

If you need to adjust temperatures in the refrigerator or
freezer, start by adjusting the refrigerator. Then wait 24
hours before checking the freezer temperature. If it is too
warm or too cold, then adjust the freezer control.

Use the settings listed in the chart below as a guide.
Always remember to wait at least 24 hours between
adjustments,

A CAUTION: Do not keep beverage _ns or plastic food
containers in the freezer com_rtment, They may be
break if they freeze,.

Your freezer will not quick-freeze any large quantity of
fo_. Do not put more unfrozen food into the freezer than
will freeze within 24 hours (no more than 2 to 3 Ibs of food
per cubic foot of freezer space). Leave enough space in
the freezer for air to circulate around packages. Be careful
to leave enough room at the front _ the door can close
tightly.

Storage times will vary according to the quality and type
of food, the type of _ckaging or wrap used (airtight and
moisture-proof) and the storage temperature. Ice crystals
inside a sealed package are normal. This simply means
that moisture in the food and air inside the package have
condensed, creating ice crys_ls.

NOTE: Allow hot foods to _ol at room temperature for
30 minutes, then package and freeze. Cooling hot fo_s
before freezing saves energy.

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REFRIGERATOR SHELVES

The shelves in your refrigerator are adjustable to meet
your individual storage needs, Your model may have
glass or wire shelves.

Storing similar food items together in your refrigerator and
adjusting the shelves to fit different heights of items will
make finding the exact item you want easier; it will also
reduce the amount of time the refrigerator door is open,
saving energy.

IMPORTANT: Do not clean glass shelves with warm
water when they are cold. Shelves may break if ex_sed
to sudden temperature changes or impact, such as
bumping. For your protection, glass shelves are made
with tempered glass, which will shatter into small pebble-
sized pieces.

NOTE: Glass shelves are heavy. Use special care when
removing them to avoid dropping them.

Adjusting Shelves

OUTSIDE

Waxing external painted metal surfaces helps provide rust
protection. Do not wax plastic parts. Wax painted metal
surfaces at least twice a year using appliance wax (or
auto paste wax). Apply wax with a clean, soft cloth.

For products with a stainless steel exterior, use a clean
sponge or soft cloth and a mild detergent in warm water.
Do not use abrasive or harsh cleaners. Dry thoroughly
with a soft cloth.

CONDENSER COILS

Remove base cover. (See the base cover section on page 14.)
Use a vacuum cleaner with an extended attachment to
clean condenser coils.

Vacuum coils when dusty or dirty. Coils may need to be
cleaned as often as every other month.

LIGHT BULB REPLACEMENT

Electrical Shock Hazard

Before replacing a burned-out light bulb, either unplug
the refrigerator or turn off power at the circuit breaker
or fuse box.

NOTE: Not all appliance bulbs will fit your refrigerator. Be
sure to replace the bulb with one of the same size, shape
and wattage.

To change Refrigerator Light Bulbs

1. Unplug Refrigerator, or disconnect power at the circuit
breaker.

2. If necessary, remove top shelf or shelves.
3. Using a flat instrument, gently pry the lamp cover loose in

the front as shown. Rotate downward to remove rear tabs.

4. Make sure the bulbs are cool to the touch.
Turn bulbs counterclockwise to remove. Insert new bulb(s).

5. Assemble in reverse order by snapping the Lamp Cover
in, engaging the rear tabs followed by the front tabs.

INSIDE WALLS (allow freezer to warm up so
cloth won't stick)

To help remove odors, you can wash the inside of the
refrigerator with a mixture of baking soda and warm water.
Mix 2 tablespoons baking soda to 1 quart of water (26 g
soda to 1 liter water.) Be sure the baking soda is
completely dissolved so does it not scratch the surfaces
of the refrigerator.
A, CAUTION: While cleaning the inside, do not spray water.

DOOR LINERS AND GASKETS

Do not use cleaning waxes, concentrated detergents,
bleaches, or cleaners containing petroleum on plastic
refrigerator parts.

PLASTIC PARTS (covers and panels)

Do not use window sprays, abrasive cleansers, or flammable
fluids. These can scratch or damage the material.
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To change freezer light

1. Unplug refrigerator power cord form outlet.

2. Using a flat instrument, gently pry the lamp cover loose
in the front as shown. Rotate downward to remove the
rear tabs.

3. Make sure the bulb is cool to the touch. Turn the bulb
counterclockwise to remove.

4. Replace with a new 60-watt appliance bulb.

5. Insert tabs on back of cover into slots in freezer ceiling.
Push cover up to snap front into place.

Throw away the first few batches of ice to allow the water
line to clear.

Be sure nothing interferes with the sweep of the feeler
arm.

When the bin fills to the level of the feeler arm, the
icemaker will stop producing ice.

It is normal for several cubes to be stuck together.

If ice is net used frequently, old ice cubes will b_ome
cloudy, taste stale, and shrink.

NOTE: If the cube size is smaller or larger than you
expected, you can regulate the size with the cube size
button.

Eve_ time you press the cube size button, the indicator
moves up one light. The higher the light position, the
larger the cubes will be. Pressing at the highest position
returns the indicator to the lowest position.

WHEN YOU SHOULD SET THE ICEMAKER
POWER SWITCH TO O (OFF)

NORMAL SOUNDS YOU MAY HEAR

The icemaker water valve will buzz as the icemaker fills

with water. If the power switch is in the I (on) position, it
will buzz even if it has not yet been h_ked up to water.
To stop the buzzing, move the power switch to 0 (off).

NOTE: Keeping the power switch in the I (on) position
before the water line is connected can damage the
icemaken

You will hear the sound of cubes dropping into the bin
and water running in the pipes as the icemaker refills.

PREPARING FOR VACATION

Set the icemaker power switch to 0 (off) and shut off the
water supply to the refrigerator.

If the ambient temperature will drop below freezing, have
a qualifiod servicer drain the water supply system to
prevent serious proper#j damage due to flooding from
ruptured water lines or connections.
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BEFORE YOU BEGIN

This water line installation is not warranted by the
refrigerator or icemaker manufacturer. Follow these
instructions carefully to minimize the risk of expensive
water damage.

Water hammer (water banging in the pipes) in house
plumbing can cause damage to refrigerator parts and lead
to water leakage or flooding. Call a qualified plumber to
correct water hammer before installing the water supply
line to the refrigerator.

To prevent burns and product damage, do not hook up
the water line to the hot water line.

If you use your refrigerator before connecting the water
line, make sure the icemaker power switch is in the O
(off) position.

Do not install the icemaker tubing in areas where
temperatures fall below freezing.

When using any electrical device (such as a power
drill) during installation, be sure the device is double-
insulated or grounded in a manner to prevent the hazard
of electric shock, or is battery-powered.

All installations must be in accordance with local plumbing
code requirements.

NOTE: Wear eye protection.

WHAT YOU WILL NEED

• Copper Tubing, 1/4" outer
diameter to connect the refrigerator
to the water supply. Be sure both
ends of the tubing are cut square.

refrigerator to the water supply pipe. Then add 8 feet
(2.4 m). Be sure there is sufficient extra tubing (about 8 feet
[2.4 m] coiled into 3 turns of about 10" [25 cm] diameter) to
allow the refrigerator to move out from the wall after
installation.

1. SHUT OFF THE MAIN WATER SUPPLY

Turn on the nearest faucet to relieve the pressure on
the line.

, CHOOSETHE VALVELOCATION
Choose a location for the valve
that is easily accessible. It is best
to connect into the side of a
vertical water pipe. When it is
necessary to connect into a
horizontal water pipe, make the
connection to the top or side,
rather than at the bottom, to avoid
drawing off any sediment from the water pipe.

3. DRILL THE HOLE FOR THE VALVE

Drill a 1/4" hole in the water
pipe (even if using a self-
piercing valve) using a
sharp bit. Remove any burrs
resulting from drilling the
hole in the pipe. Take care
not to allow water to drain

into the drill. Failure to drill a 1/4" hole may result in
reduced ice production or smaller cubes.

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UNDERSTANDING SOUNDS YOU MAY HEAR

Your new refrigerator may' make sounds that your old one
didn't make. Because the sounds are new to you, you
might be concerned about them. Most of the new sounds
are normal. Hard surfaces, like the floor, walls and
cabinets, can make the sounds seem louder than they'
actually are. The following describes the kinds of sounds
and what may be making them.

The defrost timer will click when the automatic defrost
cycle begins and ends The thermostat control (or
refrigerator control, depending on the m_el) will also
click when cycling on and ofL

Rattling noises may come from the flow of refrigerant, the
water line, or items stored on top of the refrigerator.

Your refrigerator is designed to run more efficiently
to keep your food items at the desired temperature.
The high efficiency compressor may cause your new
refrigerator to run longer than your old one, and
you may hear a pulsating or high-pitched sound.

You may hear the evaporator fan motor circulating the air
through the refrigerator and freezer compartments.

As each cycle ends, you may hear a gurgling sound due
to the refrigerant flowing in your refrigerator.

Contraction and expansion of the inside walls may cause
a papping noise.

Water dripping on the defrost heater during a defrost
cycle may cause a sizzling _und.

You may hear air being forced over the condenser by the
condenser fan.

You may hear 'water running into the drain pan during the
defrost cycle.

The condenser coils are dirty.

• Modern refrigerators with more storage
space require more operating time.

• The motor will run longer under warm
conditions. At normal room temperatures,
expect your motor to run about 40% to 80%
of the time. Under warmer conditions,
expect it to run even more often.

• Adding food and opening the door warms
the refrigerator.
It is normal for the refrigerator to run longer
in order to cool the refrigerator back down.
Adding a large amount of food warms the
refrigerator. See the Food Storage Guide
section on page 17. In order to conserve
energy, try to get everything you need out of
the refrigerator at once, keep food organized
so it is easy to find and close the door as
soon as the food is removed.

• The refrigerator will take up to 24 hours to
cool completely.

• See the Adjusting Control Settings section
on page 17.

• Push the doors firmly shut. If they will not
shut all the way, see Doors will not close
completely below.

• This prevents air transfer and makes the
motor work harder.
Clean the condenser coils. Refer to the
Care and Cleaning section on pages
26-27.

The refrigerator is not level.

Food packages are blocking the door open.

The ice bucket, crisper cover, pans, shelves,
door bins or baskets are out of position.

The gaskets are sticking.

The refrigerator wobbles or seems unstable.

The doors were removed during product
installation and not properly replaced.

• Rearrange food containers to clear door and
door shelves.

• Push bins all the way in and put crisper
cover, pans, shelves and baskets into their
correct positions. See the Using Your
Refrigerator section on pages 16-25.

• Clean gaskets and the surface that they
touch. Rub a thin coat of paraffin wax on the
gaskets after cleaning.

• Level the refrigerator. Refer to the Leveling
and Door Alignment section on page 15.

• Remove and replace the doors according to
the Removing and Replacing Refrigerator
handles and doors section on pages 9-14,
or call a qualified service technician.

The door is not closing properly.

The door is opened often.

• See Doors will not close completely above.

• When the door is opened, warm, humid air
is allowed in the freezer, resulting in frost.

The icemaker was recently installed.

The ice has been stored for too long.

The food has not been wrapped tightly in
either compartment.

The water supply contains minerals such as
sulfur.

• Discard first few batches of ice to avoid
discolored or off-flavored ice.

• Throw away old ice and make new supply.

• Rewrap foods since odors may migrate to
the ice if food is not wrapped properly.

• A filter may need to be installed (or
replaced) to eliminate taste and odor
problems.

• See Care and Cleaning section on pages
26-27.

• Empty and wash bin. Discard old cubes.

The refrigerator is defrosting.

It is more humid than normal.

• The water will evaporate. It is normal for
water to drip into the defrost pan.

• Expect that the water in the defrost pan will

take longer to evaporate. This is normal
when it is hot or humid.

The sounds may be normal for your
refrigerator.

• Refer to the Understanding Sounds You
May Hear section on page 32.

The freezer temperature is cold enough to
produce ice.

Door left open.

• Wait 24 hours after hook-up for ice
production. See the Setting the Controls
section on page 16.

• Check to see if something is holding the
door open.

Smaller cube size level is selected.

Water shutoff valve connecting refrigerator to
water line may be clogged.

• Select larger cube size using cube size
selector.

• Call a plumber to clear the valve.

The gaskets are dirty or sticky.

The door is reopened within a short time after
having been opened.

Clean gaskets and the surfaces that they
touch. Rub a thin coat of appliance polish or
kitchen wax on the gaskets after cleaning.

When you open the door, warmer air enters
the refrigerator. As the warm air cools, it can
create a vacuum. If the door is hard to open,
wait 5 minutes to allow the air pressure to
equalize, then see if it opens more easily.

The air vents are blocked. Cold air circulates
from the freezer to the fresh food section and
back again through air vents in the wall
dividing the two sections.

A large amount of food has just been added to
the refrigerator or freezer.

The food is not packaged correctly.

The doors are not closing completely.

The weather is humid.

A self-defrost cycle was completed.

• Locate air vents by using your hand to
sense airflow and move all packages that
block vents and restrict airflow. Refer to
Multi-Flow on page 16 for the location of air
vents.

• When the door is opened, warm humid air is
allowed into the refrigerator. The more the
door is opened, the faster the humidity
builds up, and the more warm air the
refrigerator must cool. In order to keep the
refrigerator cool, try to get everything you
need out of the refrigerator at once, keep
food organized so it is easy to find and close
the door as soon as the food is removed.

• Refer to the Setting the Controls section
on page 16.
Wait 24 hours for temperatures to stabilize
or even out. If the temperature is too cold or
too warm, move the dial one number at a
time.

• Adding food warms the refrigerator. It can
take a few hours for the refrigerator to return
to normal temperature.

• Wrap food tightly and wipe off damp
containers prior to storing in the refrigerator
to avoid moisture accumulation. If

necessary, repackage food according to the
guidelines in the Food Storage Guide
section on page 17.

• See Doors will not close completely on
page 33.

• In humid weather, air carries moisture into
refrigerator when doors are opened.

• It is normal for droplets to form on the back
wall after the refrigerator self-defrosts.
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
