Locatlon must be large 
enough to fully open 
dryer door. See back 
cover for ‘Recessed and 
closet installation 
instructions” for space 
requirements and 
product dimensions. 

Check location where dryer will be installed. 
Proper installation is your responsibility. The 
dryer must not be installed in an area where 
It will be exposed to water and/or weather. 
Make sure you have everything necessary 
for correct installation. 

Grounded electrlcal Protection from the 
outlet is required. See weather: Proper 
Electrlcal requirements, operation of dryer cycles

l Have the L.P. gas checked by a 
qualltled person before InstallIng the 
dryer. The L.P. gas supply must not 
exceed a pressure of 13” (33 cm) 
water column. 

l New flexible tublng should be used. 
Reusing old flexible tublng mlght 
result In possible leaks or flre hazard.

A n This installation must conform with 
American National Standard, National Fuel 
Gas Code ANSI 2223.1 - latest edition, and 
all local codes and ordinances. 

B n The design of this dryer has been 
certified by the American Gas Association 
for use at altitudes up to 10.00 feet above 
sea level at the B.T.U. rating indicated on the 
model/serial plate. Burner input adjustments 
are not required when the dryer is operated 
up to this elevation, 
When installed above 10,OGO feet, a four 
percent (4%) reduction of the burner B.T.U. 
rating shown on the model/serial plate is 
required for each 1 .ooO foot increase in 
elevation. For assistance when converting to 
other gas types and/or installing above 
10,CKIO feet elevation, contact your local 
service company. 

C 1 Check that this 
dryer is equipped with the 
correct burner for the 
particular type of gas 
available. Burner 
information will be found 
on the serial/rating plate 
in door well of the appliance. If this 
information does not agree with the type of 
gas available, see your dealer. 

D n This dryer is equipped for use with 
NATURAL GAS. It is certified by A.G.A. for 
manufactured, mixed and L.P. (propane or 
butane) gases with appropriate conversion. 
No attempt shall be made to convert the 
appliance from the gas specified on the 
serial/rating plate for use with a different gas 
without consulting the serving gas supplier. 
Converslon must be done by a quallfled 
setvlce technlclan. Gas converslon klt part 
numbers are llsted on the gas valve burner 
base.

t n Provide a rlgld gas supply line to the 
dryer location. When rtgid pipe is used it 
should be l/linch (12.7 mm) IPS. When 
acceptable to the gas supplier, 3/8-Inch 
(9.5 mm) approved tubing may be used for 
lengths under 20 feet (000 cm). For lengths 
over 20 feet (000 cm), larger tubing should 
be used. Pipe-joint compounds resistant to 
the action of L.P. gas must be used. 

F n The SUDDIV line shall 
be equipped with a shutoff valve. This valve 
should be located in the same room as the 
dryer and should be in a location that allows 
ease of opening and closing. Do not block 
access to shutoff valve. 

G H If the dryer is installed in a confined 
area such as a bedroom, bathroom or 
closet, it must be exhausted to the outside 
and provision made for enough air for 
combustion and ventilation. (Check 
governing codes and ordinances.) Also 
refer to the section of this Instruction 
covering recessed and closet installations. 

H H If local 
codes permit, 
it is recom- 
mended that 
new flexible 
metal tubing, design certified by the 
American Gas Association, be used for 
connecting the appliance to the gas supply 
line. (The gas plpe which extends through 
the lower rear of the appliance has 3/8-inch 
(9.5 mm) male pipe thread.) 

I n If rigid pipe is 
supply line, a corn 
fittings must be use 
in-line connection to the dryer. 



J n Make sure that lower edges of the 
cabinet, plus the back and bottom sides of 
the dryer are free of obstructions to permit 
adequate clearance of air openings for 
combustion air. See “Recessed and closet 
installation instructions,” on the back cover, 
for minimum spacing requirements. 

K n For ease of installation, operating 
and servicing (if ever needed) adequate 
space should be provided around the dryer. 

L n A 1 /a-inch (00 mm) NPT plugged 
tapping, accessible for test gauge 
connectlon, must be installed immediately 
upstream of the gas supply connection to 
the dryer. 
The dryer and its individual shutoff valve must 
be disconnected from the gas supply piping 
system during any pressure testing of that 
system at test pressures in excess of l/2 psig 
(3.45 kPa). 
The dryer must be isolated from the gas 
supply piping system by closing its individual 
manual shutoff valve during any pressure 
testing of the gas supply piping system at 
test pressures equal to or less than l/2 psig 
(3.45 kPa). 
Important: Observe all govemlng codes and 
ordinances.

n The dryer shutoff valve is located 
behind the lower front access panel. The 
wiring diagram is located inside the console. 
If necessary for service, open the access 
panel by pushlng down on the locking clips 
with a small, flat-blade screwdriver, and 
pulling panel forward. The clips are located 
on top of the panel 3 inches (7.6 cm) In from 
each side. The panel is hinged at the 
bottom. Close the access panel after 
servicing. Do Not operate the dryer with the 
access panel open. 

N H If the dryer is installed in a conflned 
area such as abathroom or closet, it must be 
exhausted to the outside and provision 
made for enough air for combustion and 
ventilation. (Check governing codes and 
ordinances.) Also refer to “Recessed and 
closet Installation instructions. *

Electrlcal Shock Hazard 
~ l ElectrIcal ground Is required on thls 

appliance. 
l Do Not ground to a gas pipe. 
l Do Not modify the power supply cord 

plug. If It does not flt the outlet, have a 
proper outlet Installed by a qualifled 
electrlclan. 

l Do Not have a fuse In the neutral or 
groundlng clrcult. A fuse In the neutral 
or groundlng clrcult could result In an 
electrlcal shock. 

l Do Not use an extenslon cord wlth thls 
appliance. 

. Check wlth a quallfled electrlclan lf you 
are In doubt as to whether the 
appliance Is properly grounded. 

Failure to tallow these lnstructlons could 
result In serious InJury or death. J 

It codes permit and a separate groundlng 
wire ls used, It Is recommended that a 
quallfled electrlclan determlne that the 
groundlng path Is adequate. 

A 230-volt, 2-wire, AC-only. single phase, 50- 
Hz, 15ampere fused electrical supply is 
required. Time-delay fuse or circuit breaker 
is recommended. It is recommended that a 
separate circuit serving only this appliance 
be provided.

Fire/Health Hazard 
l Do Not use non-metal, flexible duct. 
l Do Not use metal duct smaller than 

tour Inches In diameter. 
l Do Not Use exhaust hoods wlth 

magnetic latches. 
l Check that exhaust system Is not 

longer than specltled. Exhaust 
systems longer than specified will: 
- Accumulate Ilnt. 
- Shorten the Ilte of the dryer. 
- Reduce perlormance, resulting In 

longer drying times and Increased 
energy usage. 

Failure to r0ii0w speclflcatlons may 
result In a IIre. 
l Do Not exhaust dryer Into a chimney, 

furnace cold alr duct, attlc or crawl 
space, or any other duct used for 
venting. 

l Clean the exhaust system every other 
year. 

l Do Not Install flexible duct In 
enclosed walls, celllngs or r loors. 

Accumulated llnt could result In a flre or 
cause molsturo damage. 
l Exhaust the dryer outslde to prevent 

exposure to substances In the gas 
tuels and combustion which may be 
harmful to your health. 
The molsture and llnt Indoors may 
cause: 
- FIRE HAZARD from lint collected In 
dryer; 

- Molsture damage to woodwork, 
furniture, palnt, wallpaper, carpet, 
etc. 

- House cleaning problems and 
possible health problems.

ir Use duct tape to seal all joints. 

The exhaust duct can 
be routed up, down, 
left, right or straight 
out of the back of the 
dryer.

Exhaust alr flow 

Metal tlexlble duct should be fully extended 
and supported when the dryer is in final 
position. DO NOT KINK OR CRUSH THE DUCT. 
The metal flexible duct must be completely 
open to allow adequate exhaust air to flow. 
Allow as much room as possible when using 
elbows or making turns. Bend duct gradually 
to avoid kinking. Remove excess flexible 
duct to avoid sagging and kinking that may 
result in reduced air flow. 

An exhaust hood should cap the exhaust 
duct to prevent exhausted air from returning 
into dryer. The outlet of the hood must be at 
least 12 inches (30.5 cm) from the ground or 
anythlng else that may be in the path of the 
exhaust. 

4-Inch (10.2 cm) outlet hood Is preferred. 
However, a 2-l /2 inch (6.4 cm) outlet may 
be used with systems of 10 feet (25.4 cm) or 
less. (This outlet creates greater back 
pressure than other hood types.) 

The exhaust outlet is locatedz the bottom 
center back of the dryer. 
Detailed space requirements can be found 
in the “Recessed and closet installation 
instructions” on the back cover and on the 
back panel of dryer. 

The maxlmum length of the exhaust system 
depends upon tie type of duct used, 
number of elbows and type of exhaust 
hood. The maximum length for both rigid 
and flexible duct is shown in chart.

For exhaust systems not covered by the 
exhaust length chart, see Service Manual, 
Part No. 603197 available from your local 
parts distributor. 
Service check: The back pressure in any 
exhaust system used must not exceed 0.6 
inches (15.2 cm) of water column measured 
with an incline manometer at the point that 
the exhaust duct connects the dryer. 

1 n Take tape off front corners 
of dryer. 

I n Open dryer and 
remove the literature 
and parts packages. If 4 
your dryer has tape on 
the door, remove tape, 
open door and remove the rest of the tape 
from dryer drum. Remove drying rack if your 
dryer has one. Remove all parts from the 
plastic packages. Check that all four leveling 
legs were included. 

3 n If your dryer drum 
was taped, move drum 
counterclockwise to 
make sure all tape was 
removed. Wipe the 
interior of the drum 
thoroughly with a damp cloth to remove 
any dust before using the dryer.

4 n Take two 
of the cardboard corners 
from the carton and place 
them on the floor In back of the dryer. 

5 n Firmly grasp the body of the dryer 
and gently lay it on Its back on the 
cardboard comers, 

6 n With one of the 
legs in hand, check the 
ridges for a diamond 
marking. That’s how far 
the leg is supposed to go 
into the hole. Start to 
screw the legs into the 
holes by hand. Use a 
small amount of liquid detergent to lubricate 
the screw so it is easier to turn the leg. 

Use a 1 -inch (2.5 cm) wrench or socket to 
finish turning the legs until you reach the 
diamond mark.

Then check 
connections again. NEVER TEST FOR GAS 
LEAKS WITH A FLAME. 
All connections must be wrench-tlghtened.

To get the most efficient use 
from your new dryer, read 
your Use and Care Guide.

To operate dryer... 
Check that the dryer Is operatlng properly 
rollowlng Installation: 
l Close the access panel and dryer door. 
l Pull timer set button left. Let the dryer run 

for five minutes. 
l Select a full heat cycle. 
l Push START/RESTART button. This will remove 

air from the gas supply line. 
l If the burner does not ignite and you can 

feel no heat inside the dryer, shut off the 
dryer for five minutes, Check that all supply 
valve controls are in ‘ON’ position and 
that the electrical cord is plugged in 
Repeat the five-minute test until burner 
ignites. 

General operatlon: 
To start dyer- 
* Close the dryer door. 
l Pull timer set button left to run the dyer for 

the time desired. 
l Select a full heat cycle. 
l Push START/RESTART button. 
l When dryer door Is opened, dryer stops but 

timer continues to run. To restart, close door 
and push START/RESTART button. Dryer will 
stop when time is used up. 

Periodically check dryer- 
* If drying tlme is too long, make sure lint 

screen is clean. 
l Inspect motor, blower and exhaust duct for 

lint accumulation. Large quantities of lint in 
these areas will affect performance of the 
dryer.

E. Start button has been pushed firmly. 
F. Gas supply line shutoff valve is open.

securely to dryer.

l Disconnect gas pipe fittings from dryer and 

cap the gas supply line. 
l Tape the drum to the front panel. Tape the 

dryer door, lint screen lid and end of dryer 
gas pipe. 

l Turn leveling legs all the way in. 
Before installing your dryer in your new home, 
check with your gas supplier or dealer to see 
that your dryer is equipped with the correct 
burner for the particular type of gas in your 
new home. Burner information may be found 
on the serial/rating plate in the door well of 
the dryer.
