6. If levelers need to be removed, make sure that the floor is free of all

obstructions.

ADJUSTING THE DOOR SPRINGS

Before you push the dishwasher into the cabinet opening, test the
door to make sure it stays in place at any angle. If it tends to fall
down, adjust the tension of the door springs on the sides of the
machine by moving them one hole farther back. If the door moves
to close, adjust the tension of the door springs on the side of the
machine by moving them one hole forward.
