Requirements and Instructions

WARNING

The following are specific requirements for proper and safe
operation of your dryer. Failure to follow these instructions
can create excessive drying times and fire hazards.

1. Do not use plastic flexible duct to exhaustthe dryer. Excessive lint can build up
inside system and create a fire hazard and restrict air flow. Restiicted airexhaust
flow will increase dryer times. If your present system is made up of plastic duct or
metal foil duct, replace it with a rigid or flexible metal duct. Ensure present duct
is free of any lint prior to installing dryer duct.

2. If the dryer is not exhausted out doors, some fine lint will be expelled
into the laundry area. An accumulation of lint in any area of the home can
create a health and fire hazard. To reduce risk of fire, dryer MUST BE
EXHAUSTED OUTDOORS.

3. Do not allow combustible material (for example: clothing,
drapeties/curtaing, papet) to come in contact with venting system. The dryer
must not be exhausted into a chimney, a wall, a celling, or any concedled space
of a building which can accumulate lint, resulting in a fire hazard.

4. Exceeding the length of duct pipe or number of elbows allowed in
the "Maximum Length” charts can cause an accumutation of fint in
the exhaust system. Plugging the system could create a fire hazard,
as well as increase drying fimes.

5. Do not screen the exhaust ends of the vent sysfem, nor use any screws
or rivets to assemble the exhaust system. Lint can become caught in the screen,
on the screws or rivets, clogging the duct work and creating a fire hazard as well
as increasing drying times. Use an approved vent hood to terminate the duct out-
doors, and seal all joints with duct tape. All male duct pipe fittings must be
installed downstream with the flow of air.

Explosion hazard:

Do not install the dryer where gasoline or other flammables are kept or stored.
If the dryer is installed in a garage, it must be minimum of 18 inches (45.7 cm)
above the floor. Failure to do so can result in death, explosion, fire or burns.
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Materials

Use only 4 inch (10.2cm) diameter (minimum) rigid of flexible metal ductand
approved vent hood which has aswing-out damper hat openwhen the dryer is

in operation. When the dryer stops, the dampers automatically close to prevent
drafts and the entrance of insects and rodents. To avoidrestricting the outleft,
maintain aminimum of 12 inches (30.5cm) clearance between the vent hood and
the ground or any other obstruction. The vent flap should be ableto move freely.

Although vertical orientationof the exhaust system isacceptable. Certain
extenuating circumstances could affect the performance ofthe dryer:

1. Onlyrigid metal duct work should be used.

2. Ventingvertically through aroof may expose the exhaust system todown
drafts causing an increase in vent restriction.

3. Running the exhaust system through an area not insulated may cause
condensation and faster accumulation of lint,

4. Compression of crimping of the exhaust system will cause an increasein vent
restriction.

The exhaust system should be inspected and cleaned a minimumof every 12
months with normal usage. The more the dryer isused the more often you should
check the exhaust system and vent hood for proper operation.

1. This appliance must be propetly grounded. Electrical shock can result if the
dryer is not propery grounded. Follow the insfructions in this manual for
Proper grounding.

2. Do not use an extension cord with this dryer. Some extension cords are not
designed fo withstand the amounts of electrical current this dryer utilizes and
can melt, creating electric shock andfor fire hazard. Locate the dryer within
reach of the receptacle for the length power cable to be purchased, allowing
Some slack in the cord. Refer 1o the electtical requirements in this manual for
The proper power cord to be purchased.

3. A UL approve strain relief must be installed onto power cable. If the the strain
refief is not atfached, the cord can be pulled out of the pulled out of the
dryer and can be cut by any movement of the cord, resulting in electrical
shock.

4. Do not use an aluminum wire receptacle with copper wired power cord and
plug (or vice versa). A chemical reaction occurs between copper and
aluminum and can cause electrical shorts. The proper wiring and receptacle
is a copper wired power cord with a copper wired receptacle,

Note: Dryers operating on 208 Volt power supply sitthave longer drying times
than operation on 240 Volt power supply.

Danger: Improper connection of the equipment grounding conductor can
result in a risk of electiical shock. Check with a licensed
electrician if you are in doubt as to whether the appliance is
properly grounded.

» Dark and light colored clothes shall be separately dried. Fabrics prone to falling
fint and those prone to adheting lint shall be separately dried. Clothes prone to
falling lint shall be tumed inside out before putting info the dryer.

= Make sure buttons and omaments on the clothes are high femperature resistant
and won't damage drum surface, Before loading, the clothes shall have their
zippets zipped up, buttons and hooks done up and belts tied so as to avoid
entanglement or other cbstacles.

e If possible, tum out the clothes pockets for uniform drying.

« Check if clothes remain soiled. If yes, wash it away again, otherwise the soils after
drying may not be removed permanently.

s Small arficles shall be collected in a mesh bag before loading and drying, so as
to avoid entanglement and ensure easy to be taken out.

s Make sure power socket is reliably grounded. The grounding terminal shall not be
connected to gas or tap water pipelines.

» Make sure exhaust duct has been connected with extension pipe.

» Make sure lint filter is clean and then assembile it properly. [f lint filter is not
in place, tumbling items could enter the exhaust system and cause damage
to the dryer.
Notes: It applies fo Auto Dry cycle and Timed Dry cycle. For Rack Dry cycle,
remove the lint filter and assemble the drying rack with its rear end slightly
downward inclined. The assembled status is as shown in the following figure:

The following sounds are nomally heard during the operation of the dryer.

*Tumbling sounds: This is normal as the heavy wet clothes in the dryer
are continuously being tossed around.

» Air rushing noise: This happens as the dryer drum spins at very high
RPM and the air is rushing through the dryer drum.

Tips
e For bestdrying results, clean the lint filter before and affer every use.
e Do not overoad the dryer,
e Balance the dryer load, evenly Throughout the dryer for the best results.

e Drying time depends on many variables: load size, type of fabric and
rmoisture in it, heat and moisture in the room, electiic voltage, tength of
the venting duct, efc.

¢ Always follow the fabric care instructions supplied by the garment man-
ufacturer,
