» Remove all tape and packaging wrap before using the appliance. Destroy the
carton and plastic bags after unpacking the appliance. Never aliow children to play
with packaging matsrial.

» Proper Insiallation. Be sure your appliance is properly installed and grounded by
a guailified fechnician in accordance with the National Electrical Code ANSY
NFPA No. 70 - latest edition in the United States, or C5A C22.1, Part 1 in Canadla,
and local code requirements. Install only per installation instructions provided in the
lteraiure package forthis appiiance.

Ask your dealer to recommend a qualified technician and an authorized repalr service. Know
how to disconnect the electrical power 1o the drawer at the circuit breaker or fuse box in case
of an emergency.

» User Servicing. Do not repair or replace any part of the appliance unless
specifically recommended in the manuals. All other servicing should be done only by
3 gualified techniclan to reduce the risk of personal injury and damage to the appliance.

= Never modify or aiter the construction of the drawer by removing panels, wire covers,
locking piates, or any other part of the product.




Safety

+ Storage in or on Appliance—Flammable materials should nol be stored in the
drawer. This includes papsr, plastic and cloth tems, such as cockbooks, plasticware
and towels, as well as flammable Equids. Do not store explosives, such as asrosol cans,
on or near the warmer drawer. Flarnmabile materials may explods and result infire or
properiy damage.

« Do not leave children alone. Children should not be left alone or unatiended in
the area where an appiiance is in use. They shouid never be allowed fo sit or stand on
any par? of the appliance.

+« DONOTTOUCHINTERIOR SURFACES OF THE WARMER DRAWER. Surfaces maybe
hot even though they are dark in color. During and after use, do not touch, or lst clothing
or other flammable materials touch these areas undil they have had sufficient fime to cool.

*  Wear Proper Apparel~Loose-fitting or hanging garments should never be worn
while using the appliance. Do not let ciothing or other flammable materials contact hot
surfaces.

* Use Only Dry Potholders—HMoist or damp potholders on hot surfaces may result in
burns from steam. Do not ist the potholdars touch hot heating slements. Do notuse a
towel or other buiky cloth instead of & pothoider.

+ Do Not Heat Unopened Food Containers—Build-up of pressure may cause the
container to burst and resuit in injury.

» IMPORTANT—Do not attempt to operate the warmer drawer during a power
failure. If the power fails, always turn the control off. If the drawer is not turned off
and the power resumes, the drawer may begin fo operate again. Food lef unattended
could spoi.

+ Protective Liners—Do not use aiuminum foil to ling warmer drawer. Any other use of
protective iners or aluminum foll may resultin poor performance or damage tothe
appiance. Only use aluminum foll as recommended for baking T used as a cover piaced on
thefood.

+ Glazed Cooking Utensils—Only certain types of glass, glass/ceramic, ceramic,
sarthenware, or other glazed utensils are suitable for use without breaking due to the
sudden changs intemperaiure. Check the manufacturer’s recommendations.

» Use Care When Opening Warmer Drawer—Stand to the side of the unit when opening
the door of & hot drawer. Let hot air or steam escape before you remove or replace food in
the warmer drawer.

» Placement of Warmer Drawer Racks—Always place rack in desired location while
drawer is cool. i rack must be moved while hot, use extreme caution. Use potholders and
grasp the rack with both hands to reposition. Do not ief potholders contact the hot element
or interior of the warmer drawer. Remove all utensiis from the rack before removing rack.

» Do Not Use Waler on Grease Fires—8mother the fire or flame or use dry chemical
or foam-type extinguisher.

» Clean the drawer reguiarly 1o keep all paris free of grease that could catch fire. Do
not allow grease to accumulate, Graasy deposits could cateh fire.

» Kitchencleaners/aerosols—-Alwaysfoliowths manufacturer's recommended directions
for use. Be aware that excess residue from cleaners and asrosols may ignite causing
damags andforinjury.
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Arranging Warmer Drawer Rack Positions
Set the warmer drawer rack in the veriical position as shown beiow.

The rack can be used in 2 ways:

+ In the uptight position o allow low
profite food items 1o be placed both
under and on fop of the rack {for ex-
ample, rofls or biscults on top of the
rack and a casserole dish under}.

+ |nthe downward position to allow
you to place light weight food ftems
and empty dishware {for example,
rolls or pastries and dinner plates).

To Operate the Warmer Drawer

The purpose of the warmer drawer is to keep hot cooked foods at serving temperature. Al-
ways start with hot food. It is not recommended to heat coid food in the warmer
drawer,

Al food placed in the warmer drawer should be coverad with g lid or aluminum foil te main-
fain moisture and softress. Do not cover crisp foods. Do not use plastic wrap 1o cover
food. Plastic may melt onto the drawer and be very difficuli to ciean.

Use only dishware, utensils and cookwars recommendad for oven use in the warmer drawer.

Indicator Light
The indicator light is located below the thermostat control knob. It tums on when the control is
set, and stays on untii the control is fumed off. Make surs indicator light is off when removing
food from drawer.




Setting Control
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To Set the Thermostat Control

The thermostat control knob is used to select the temperature of the
warmer drawer. It is located at the right side of the warmer drawer in the
open position. The femperatures are approximats, and are designated by
HI, MED and LO. The confrol can be set to the three settings, or
anywhers between.

1. To set the thermosial, push in and turn the knob to the desirsd setting.

2. For best resulis, preheat the drawer before adding food. An empty
drawer wil reach the LO setiing in about 8 minutes, the MED setting
in about 18 minutes, and the HI setting in about 12 minutes.

3. When done, turm the thermostat control to OFF.

Temperature Selection

RBefer to the chart in the side column for recommended sellings. lf g
particuiar food is not listed, start with the medium setting. i more
crispness is dasired, remove the lid or aluminum foil.

Most foods can be kept at serving temperatures by using the medium
setting.

When a combination of foods ars to be kept warm {for instance, & maat
with 2 vegetables and rolls}, use the high setting.

Refrain from opening the warmer drawer while in use to eliminate loss of
heat from the drawer. Open only for adding or removing food.

To Warm Serving Bowls and Plates

Heat bowls and plates on the LO setting. Place emply dishes on the rack
0 raise them off drawer botiorn. To further heat dishes or to hea? fine
china, check with the manufacturar for meaxdirmum heat {olerance.

To Set the Humidity Controller
The humidity controller is located on the insids of the warmer drawer and
usad to control humidity in the warmer drawer. The hurmidity condrol knob can

b set at any position between Moist éﬁgﬁ {Figurs 1) and Crispy « (Figure 2)

positon. To set the humidity controtler, slightly unscrew the knob, slide the
controder to the desired location and screw the knob {Closad) in place.
