o Or, instead of washing you may vacuum the filter clean.

Cabinet Cleaning
• Besure to unplug the air cenditioner to prevent shock or fire hazard. The cabinet and

frent may be dusted with an oil-free cloth or washed with a cloth dampened in a
solution ef warm water and mild liquid dishwashing detergent. Rinsethoroughly and
wipe dry.
