Your range is equipped with one or more Flat Oven Rack(s). Place the rack(s)
into the positions shown in Fig. 2. See the Recommended Rack Positions in the

chartabove.

Baking Layer Cakes with 1 or 2 Oven Racks
For best resuits when baking cakes using 2 oven racks, place cookware on rack
positions 1 &4 (SeeFigs. 2 & 4). Forbest results when using a single oven Flat Rack,
place cookware on rack position 2 or 3 (See Figs. 2 & 5).

Air Circulation in the Oven

For best air circulation and baking
results allow 2-4" (5-10 cm) around
the cookware for properair circulation
and be surepans and cookware donot
touch each other, the oven door, sides
or back of the oven cavity. The hot air
must be able to circulate around the
pans and cockware in the oven for
even heatto reach around the food.

Oven Vent Location

The oven vent is located below the backguard (See Fig. 1). When the ovenis
on, warm air is released through this vent. This venting is necessary for proper air
circulation in the oven and good baking results. DO NOT BLOCK THE VENT.

Arranging Oven Racks
ALWAYS ARRANGE OVEN RACKS WHEN THE OVEN IS COOL (PRIOR TO
OPERATING THE OVEN). Always use oven mitts when using the oven.

Removing & Replacing Oven Racks

To remove, pull the rack forward until it stops. Lift up front of rack and slide out.
To replace, fit the rack onto the guides on the oven walls. Tilt the front of the rack
upward and slide the rack back into place.

Setting Surface Controls
Yourrange may be equipped with different sized surface bumners. The ability toheat
food quicker and in larger volumes increases as the burner size increases.

The SIMMER bumer (some modeis) is best used for simmering delicate sauces,
elc.

The standard burners can be used for most surface cooking needs.

The POWER PLUS bumer(s) (some models} are best used for bringing large
quantities ofliquid to temperature and when preparing larger quantities of food.

Regardless of size, always select cookware that is suitable for the amount and
type offood being prepared. Selectabumerand flame size appropriate to the pan.
Never allow flames to extend beyond the outer edge of the pan.

Operating the Gas Surface Burners:

1. Place cooking utensil on surface burner.

2. Push the surface control knob in and turn counterclockwise out of the OFF
position.

3. Release the knob and rotate 1o the LITE position. Note: All four electronic
surface ignitors will spark atthe same time. However, only the burmeryou are
turning on will ignite.

Setting Proper Surface Burner Flame Size

For most cooking, start on the highest control setting and then turn to a lower
ohe to complete the process. Use the recommendations below as a guide for
determining proper flame size for various types of cooking. The size and type of
utensil used and the amount of food being cooked will influence the setting
heeded forcooking.

*Flame Size Type of Cooking

High Flame Start most foods; bring water to a boil; pan broiling.
Medium Flame Maintain a slow boil; thicken sauces, gravies; sieaming.
Low Flame Keep foods cooking; poach; stewing.

For deep fat frying, use a thermometer and adjust the surface control knob
accordingly. If the fat is too cool, the food will absorb the fat and be greasy. lf
the fatis too hot, the food wili brown so quickly that the center will be
undercooked. Do not attempt to deep fat fry too much food at once as the food
will neither brown nor cook propetly.

*These settings are based on using medium-weight metal or aluminum pans with lids. Settings may vary when using
othertypes of pans. The coloroftheflameis the keyto properburner adjustment. Agoodilameis clear, blue and hardly visible
in a well-lighted room. Each cone of flame should be steady and sharp. Adjust or clean burner if flame is yellow-orange.

When the range is first plugged in, or when the power supply to the range has been interrupted, the display will flash
"12:00".

1. Press once (do not hold pad down).

Note: The clock cannot be changed during any timed bake or Self-Clean cycle.

To Set the Minute Timer:

1. Press .

Press and hold the A, to increase the time in 10 minute
increments. The timer can be set for any amount of time from 1 minute to 11 hours and 52 minutes.

The oven can be programmed to bake at any temperature from 170°F to 550°F (77°C to 287°C).

To Set the Conirols for Baking:
1. Press ."— ——"appears in the display.

2. Within 5 seconds, press the /\ or Y/ . The display will show "350°F (177°C)." By pressing and holding the A, or
V , the temperature can then be adjusted in 5°F increments (1°C if the control is set to display Celsius).
3. Assoonasthe /\ or v pad is released, the oven will begin heating to the selected temperature. When the

displayed temperature reaches the desired baking temperature, the preheat indicator light will turn OFF and the control

4. To cancel baking, press .

To Change the Oven Temperature after Baking has Started:

To Set Control for Continuous Bake or 12 Hour Energy Saving
The oven control has a built-in 12 Hour Energy Saving feature that will shut off the oven if the control is left on for more than

11 hours and 59 minutes. The oven can be programmed to override this feature for continuous baking.

To set control for continuous baking:

Self-Cleaning Oven

A Self-Cleaning oven cleans itself with high temperatures (well above cooking
temperatures) which eliminate soils completely or reduces them to a fine
powdered ash you can wipe away with a damp cloth.

Adhere to the following cleaning precautions:

DO NOT use oven cleaners or oven protective coatings in or around any
partofthe Self-Cleaning oven.

DO NOT clean the oven door gasket. The woven material of the oven door
gasket is essential for a good seal. Care should be taken not to rub,
damage or remove the gasket.

DO NOT use any cleaning materials on the oven door gasket. Doing so
could cause damage.

Remove the broiler pan and insert, all utensils and any aluminum
foil. These items cannot withstand high cleaning temperatures.
Remove oven racks. If they are not removed during the Self-Clean cycle
their color will turn slightly biue and the finish will be dull. After the cycleis
complete and the oven has cooled, rub the sides of the oven racks with
wax paper or a cloth containing a small amount of salad oil {this will make
the racks glide easier into the rack position).

Remove any excessive spillovers in the oven cavity before starting the
Self-Cleaning cycle. To clean, use hot, scapy water and a cloth. Large
spillovers can cause heavy smoke or fire when subjected to high
temperatures. DO NOT allow food spills with a high sugar or acid content
(such as milk, tomaioces, sauerkraut, fruit juices or pie filling) to remain on
the suiface as they may leave a dull spot even after cleaning.

Clean any soil from the oven frame, the door liner outside the oven door
gasket and the small area at the front center of the oven bottom. These
areas heat sufficiently to burn soll on. Clean with soap and water.

NOTE: Prior to setting the Self-Clean cycle, any spills remaining on the oven
bottom should be removed.
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 Self-Cleaning

Starting the Self-Clean Cycle or a Delayed Start Self-Clean Cycle

For satisfactory results, use a 2 hour Self-Clean cycle for light soils and a 3 hour cycle for heavier soils. NOTE: The
kitchen area should be well ventilated using an open window, ventitlation fan or exhaust hood during the 1st Self-Clean
cycle. This will help eliminate the normal odors associated with the 1st Seli-Clean cycle.

To Set the Controls for a Self-Clean Cycle or a Delayed Start Self-Clean Cycle:
{Note: If you do not want to start a Delayed Self-Clean Cycle, skips steps 2 & 3)

1. Be sure the clock shows the correct time of day.

2. Press . The " : " in the time of day will flash.

3. Pressand hold the /\ pad to scroll to the time to start the delayed Seli-Clean cycle. Release the pad when the desired
time is displayed.

4, Press . '— — —" appears in the display.

5. Pressthe A or Y/ once. "3:00" appears in the display for a 3 hour cycle. To change to a 2 hour cycle press Y/ .

"2:00" appears in the display.

As soon as the controls are set, the motor driven lock will begin to close automatically and the “LOCK” indicator light
will flash. DO NOT open the oven door while the light is flashing (it takes about 15 seconds for the oven door to lock).

6. "CLn" will appearin the display during the Self-Clean cycle and the "LOCK" light will glow until the Self-Cleaning cycle

is complete or cancelled and the oven temperature has cooled.

When the Self-Clean Cycle has Completed:

The time of day or "End" will appear in the display window and the “Clean” and "LOCK" light will continue to glow.

NOTE: When the ovenis cool, wipe away any residue or powdered ash with a damp cloth or paper towel.

Stopping or Interrupting a Self-Cleaning Cycle
If it becomes necessary to stop or interrupt a Self-Cleaning cycle:

1. Press .

2. Oncethe oven has cooled down for about 1 HOUR and the "LOCK" light has gone out, the oven door can be opened.
3. Restart the Self-Clean cycle once all conditions have been corrected.

VYT To avoid possible burns use care when opening the oven door after the Self-Cleaning cycle. Stand to the side of
the oven when opening the door to allow hot air or steam to escape.

Clean burner grates, broiler pan & insert in the dishwasher and dry upon removal. If soils are not
removed, follow the cooktop cleaning instructions below.

Gentle scouring with a soapy scouring pad will remove most spots. Rinse with a 1:1 solution of clean
water & ammonia. /f necessary, cover difficult spots with an ammonia-soaked paper towel for 30 to
40 minutes. Rinse with clean water and a damp cloth, then scrub with a soap-filled scouring pad.
Rinse & wipe dry with a clean cloth. Remove all cleaners or the porcelain may become damaged
during future heating. DO NOT use spray oven cleaners on the range top.

Oven Hacks

Remove racks. See "Removing & Replacing Oven Racks" under Before Setting Oven Controls. Use
a mild, abrasive cleaner, following the cleaner’s recommendations. Rinse with clean water & let dry.
After cleaning the racks, rub the sides of the racks with wax paper or a cloth containing a small amount
of salad oil (this will make the racks glide easier into the oven rack positions).

Oven Door

Use soap & water to thoroughly clean the top, sides & front of the oven door. Rinse well. You may
use a glass cleaner on the outside glass of the oven door. DO NOT immerse the door in water. DO
NOT spray or allow water or the glass cleaner to enter the door vents. DO NOT use oven
cleaners, cleaning powders or any harsh abrasive cleaning materials on the outside of the oven door.
DO NOT clean the oven door gasket. The oven door gasket is made of a woven material, on Self-
Cleaning models, which is essential for a good seal. Care should be taken not to rub, damage or
remove this gasket.

Stainless
Steel (some models)

Clean stainless steel with hot soapy water & a dishcloth. Rinse with clean water and a cloth. DO
NOT use cleaners with high conecentrations of chlorides or chiorines. DO NOT use harsh scrubbing
cleaners. Only use kitchen cleaners that are especially made for cleaning stainless steel. Always
be sure to rinse the cleaners form the surface as bluish stains may occur during heating that cannot
be removed.

Gas Cooktop and
Surface Burners

The cooktop is designed to make cleaning easier. Because the burners are sealed, cleanups are easy
when spillovers are cleaned up immediately. To clean, wipe with a clean, damp cloth and wipe dry.
For more information about cleaning the gas burners see Cleaning the Contoured Cooktop Well
Areas, Burner Cap, Burner Head and Burner Drip Pans in the General Care & Cleaning section.

Removing and Replacing the Lift-Off Oven Door

Special Door Care Instructions - Most oven doors contain glass that can break.

Read the following recommendations:

1. Do not close the oven door until all the oven racks are fully in place.

2. Do not hit the glass with pots, pans, or any other object.

3. Scraiching, hitting, jarring or stressing the glass may weaken its structure causing
an increased risk of breakage at a later time.

Changing the Oven Light (some models)

For models equipped with the interior oven light, the light bulb is located at the
rear of the oven and is covered with a glass shield held by a wire holder (See Fig.
5). The glass shield must be in place whenever the ovenis in use.

To replace the oven light bulb:

Turn elecirical power off at the main source or unplug the range.

To Adjust Oven Temperature:

Before you call for service, review this list. It may save you time and expense. The list includes common occurrences that
are not the result of defective workmanship or materials in this appliance.

Range is not level.

Poor installation. Place ovenrackin center of oven. Place alevel on the oven rack. Adjust
leveling legs at base of range until the rack is level. When range is level, cooktop may
appear out of alignment if countertop is nof level.

Weak, unstable floor. Be sure floor is level and can adequately support range. Contact
a carpenter 1o correct sagging or sloping floor.

Kitchen cabinet misalignment may make range appear 1o be unlevel. Be sure cabinels
are square and have sufficient room for range clearance.

Cannot move appliance easily. Appliance
must be accessible for service.

Cabinets not square or are built in too tight. Contact a cabinet maker to correct the
problem.

Contact builder or installer to make appliance accessible.

Carpeting interferes with range. Provide sufficient space so range can be lifted over
carpet.

Gaslineishard-plumbed. Have a flexible C.S.A. International approvedmetlal appliance
connector installed.

Surface burners do not light.

Surface Control knob has not been completely turned to LITE. Push in and turn the
Surface Confrol knob to LITE until burner ignites and then turn control knob to desired
flame size.

Burner poris are clogged. With the burner off, use a small-gauge wire or needle to clean
ports. See "Surface Burners" in the General Care & Cleaning table for additional
cleaning insiructions.

Range power cord is disconnected from outlet (electric ignition models only). Be sure
cord is securely plugged into the outlet.

Electrical power outage (electric ignition models only). Burners can be lit manhually. See
Setting Surface Controls.

Surface burner flame burns half way around.

Burner ports are clogged. With the burner off, clean ports by using a small-gauge wire
or needle.

Moisture is present after cleaning. Lightly fan the flame and allow burner to operate until
flarmme is full. Dry the burners thoroughly following instructions in the General Care &
Cleaning section.

Surface burner flame is orange.

Dust particles in main line. Allow the burner to operate a few minutes until flame turns
blue.

In coastal areas, a slightly orange flame is unavoidable due to salt air.

Oven does hot operate.

Be sure the oven controls are set correctly for the desired function. See Setting Oven
Controls or Entire Appliance Does Not Operate (see below).

Be sure regulator gas valve is "ON". See instaliation instructions.

Entire appliance does not operate.

Check house circuit breakers. The time of day must be set in order to operate the oven.

Make sure electrical cord/plug is plugged tightly into outlet (electric ignition models
only).

Service wiring not complete. Contact your dealer or authorized service agent.

Electrical power outage (electric ignition models only}. Check house lights to be sure.
Call your local electric company for service. Surface burners can be it manually. See
Setting Surface Controls.

Be sure gas supply is turned on.

Oven light does not work.

Burned-out or loose bulb. See Changing the Oven Light (some models) o replace or
tighten the buib.

Oven smokes excessively during broiling.

Meatis too close 1o the broil burner. Reposition the oven rack to provide more clearance
between the meatl and the broiler.

Meat not properly prepared. Remove excess fat from meat. Slash remaining fatty edges
1o prevent curling, but do not cut into the lean.

Broiler pan used without insert or insert covered with foil. DO NOT use the broiler pan
without the insert or cover the insert with foil.

Broiter pan & insert needs to be cleaned. Excessive smoking is caused by a build-up
of grease or food spatters. If broiling often, clean on a regular basis.

Oven door is open. Oven door should be closed when broiling.

Qven control beeps and displays any F code
error {for example F11).

Electronic control has detected a fault condition. Press CLEAR/OFF to clear the display
and stop beeping. Reprogram oven. If fault recurs, record fault number. Press CLEAR/
OFF and call your dealer or authorized service agent for assistance.

Poor baking results.

Many factors affect baking results. Make sure the proper rack position is used. Center
food in the oven and space pans to allow air to circulate. Allow the oven to preheat to
the set temperature before placing food in the oven. Try adjusting the recipe's
recommended temperature or baking time. if you feel the oven is cooking oo hot or cool,
see Adjusting Your Oven Temperature.

Self-Cleaning cycle does not work.

Controls are not set properly. Follow instructions in Self-Cleaning section.

Self-Cleaning cycle was interrupted. Stop time must be set 2 to 4 hours past the start
time. Follow steps under "Stopping or Interrupting a Seif-Clean Cycle" under Seilf
Cleaning.

Soil is not completely removed.

Failure to clean bottom front, top of oven or door areas outside oven seal. These areas
are not in the self-cleaning area, but get hot enough to bumn on residue. Clean these
areas before starting the self-clean cycle. Burned-on residue may be cleaned with a stiff
nylon brush and water or a nylon scrubber. Be careful not to damage the oven gasket.

Excessive spillovers in oven. Set Self-Clean cycle for a longer cleaning fime.

Flames inside oven or smoking from vent.

Excessive spillovers in oven. This is normal, especially for pie spillovers or large
amounts of grease on the oven bottom. Wipe up excessive spillovers before starting
the self-clean cycle. If flames or excessive smoke are present, stop the Self-Clean cycle
and follow the steps under "Stopping or Interrupting the Self-Clean Cycle" in the Self
Cleaning section.
