PROPER GAS SUPPLY 
1. Provide a gas supply line to the unit location. We suggest 

using a %!I” rigid pipe, as smaller size pipe on long runs 
may result in the gas supply not being sufficient. Pipe joint 
compounds resistant to the action of LP gas must be used. 

2. The supply line must be equipped with a shutoff valve. 
this valve should always be located in the same room as 
the surface unit and should be in a location that allows 
ease of opening and closing. Do not block access to the 
shutoff valve. 

3. If local codes permit, it is recommended that flexible metal 
tubing design-certified by the American Gas Association, 
be used for connecting the appliance to the gas supply 
line. (The gas regulator connection will accept a %” male 
pipe thread.) 

4. If rigid pipe is used as a gas supply line, a combination 
of pipe fittings must be used to obtain an in-line connec- 
tion to the unit.

Gas connection is made to the gas pressure regulator which 
accepts l/2” male pipe thread. This connection may be 
made directly below the burner box. See Figure 10 for lo- 
cation of the gas connection fittings on the unit. 

When the unit is connected, and all gas valves have been 
closed, turn on main supply. Then turn on the supply line 
shut off valve located below the unit. Next, test all supply 
line connections and unit itself for leaks. This unit has been 
factory tested for leaks, but sometimes connections work 
loose in transit. NEVER TEST FOR LEAKS WITH A 
LIGHTED MATCH OR OTHER FLAME. Apply a thin 
solution of soapy water, if any leaks are present, bubbles 
will form at the point of leakage. If a leak is discovered it

To convert from NATURAL to LP gas: 
Screw the burner orifices hoods down tight against the 
orifice pins.

Remove the aluminum hex nut (plug) with a wrench. Turn 
the hex nut or plug over and screw it back into the regulator.

1. Make final connection of the Vent Adapter to exhaust 
system. (Use duct tape to insure a tight seal). 

2. Plug power cord into the outlet located under the unit. 

3. For instructions on operating, cleaning and maintaining 
this unit, refer to Use and Care Guide in the Literature 
Package. 

Check Operation 

When all connections for the unit have been made, turn 
each control on to make sure the components are operating 
correctly. If the burners are not operating properly, refer to 
the next section to make necessary adjustments. 

Burner Adjustments(If necessary) 
The cooktop burners use electronic igniters in place of 
standing pilots. When the control knob is turned to the 
“LITE” position, the system creates a spark to light the 
burner. This sparking continues until the control is turned 
to the desired setting. 

All cooktops are carefully lighted and checked at the factory. 
However, you may need to make adjustments to the cook- 
top burners because of the gas characteristics of your area 
or because adjustments were made during installation. 

Remove the module from the cooktop. Unsnap the top from 
the module. Replace the module into cooktop. 

Push in and turn the burner control to light the burner. Turn 
the control knob to “HI” position. Check that the burner 
flame has a small inner cone with a very distinct blue flame, 
14’ to %” long. The outer cone is not as distinct as the inner 
cone. 

To adjust the burner, loosen the shutter screw. Adjust the air 
shutter. Closing the air shutter will cause a soft, yellow- 
tipped flame. Opening the air shutter will cause lifting or 
blowing of the flame from the burner. After adjusting air 
shutter, tighten the shutter screw. Repeat for each burner. 

Turn the control knob to “LO” position. The low flame 
should be a minimum, steady blue flame. To adjust the 
burner, remove the control knob and turn the adjustment 
screw in center of valve stem. Check adjustment by turning 
control knob from “HI” to “LO” several times. The burner is 
properly adjusted when the low flame remains steady and 
burner does not go out. Check each burner. 

Remove the module from the cooktop. Snap the top on to 
module. Replace module into cooktop. 

The appliance and its individual shutoff valve must be dis- 
connected from the gas supply piping system during any 
pressure testing of that system at test pressures in excess of 
% psig. 

The appliance must be isolated from the gas supply piping 
system by closing its individual manual shutoff valve during 
any pressure testing of the gas supply system at test pres- 
sures equal to or less than ‘/z psig. 

This cooktop is equipped with a class 2, gas pressure reg- 
ulator. The maximum gas supply pressure for this regulator 
is 14” WCl? The test pressure for checking this regulator 
must be at least 7” WCPfor natural gas. It is shipped from the 
factory adjusted for natural gas at 6” WCP The regulator 
supplied must be used with this cooktop.
