Loading your Dishwashe

Your KitchenAid dishwasher is designed with
lots of loading space. Glasses, mugs, saucers
and sauceparis can be loaded in either the
upper or lower rack. For best results, dish-
ware should be loaded so soiled surfaces face
the rotating wash arm.

No hand rinsing is necessary before loading
your KitchenAid dishwasher. Just scrape
leftover food, bones, toothpicks and other
hard items from the dishware.

Some foods like eggs, rice, pasta, and cooked
cereals may be hard to remove if they are left
to dry over a period of time. If you do not
plan to wash your dishes fairly soon after
use, run a RINSE & HOLD CYCLE to keep
them moist until you are ready to run the
next wash cycle. Never prewash dishes with
a hand dishwashing detergent. It will cause
sudsing in the dishwasher and resuit in poor
cleaning andlor spotting and filming on the
dishware.

Sure-Scrub” Wash Systen

The Sure-Scrub™ Wash System in your
dishwasher provides excellent cleaning
results. The wash water is continuously
filtered by a triple filtration and soil collector
system to prevent food particles from rede-
positing on clean dishes. The triple filtration
system consists of a removabile filter (A),

an ultrafine filter (B and a removable coarse
strainer (C).

The removable filter continuously filters the
wash water, trapping the food particles that
have been removed from the dishes on the
outside of the filter.

Caring For your Lishwas 1er

General Cleaning

The porcelain enamel interior of your
dishwasher will seldom need cleaning.
However, if mineral deposits from hard
water accumulate, the interior can be cleaned
with a mild scouring powder or the methods
indicated in the section “"Removing Spots and
Film” on page 22.

DO NOT use any type of cleanser that may
cause foaming or sudsing. Run the dish-
washer through a normal cycle.
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The con rol panel can be wiped clean with a
damp ¢l sth, then dried. NEVER use deter-
gents oi abrasive or powdered cleansers
which ¢ in mar the finish.

The ena nel or wood fronts and sides can be
cleaned with a soft cloth and a mild, non-
abrasive soap and water solution. NEVER use
paper tc wels for cleaning. Always dry with a
soft clot 1.

Periodic illy check the sump area for smail
items w 1ich may have fallen from the racks.



Next, lift the removable filter straight up and
out. TO CLEAN, scrub fiiter with a stiff brush
under running water.

A
rinse agent helps water to sheet off dishware
faster than normal, reducing water spots and
speeding up the drying process.

A small amount of rinse agent is
automatically released during the final rinse.
Liquid rinse agents such as JEFDRY® are
available in your local supermarket.

Changing Front Panels

Your new KitchenAid dishwasher comes with
a stainless steel trim kit and two reversible
front panels installed one behind the other.
You can choose from almond or white (front
and back of one panel) and black or harvest
wheat (front and back of the second panel).

If you want to change the color of the
panels, follow the instructions below:
