Burner Grates and Flue Covers

It is very important to make sure that all of the Surface Burner Heads,
Surface Bumer Caps and Surface Burmer Grates are installed correctly and
at the correct locations.

1.

Placeall 4 BumerHeads inthe correctlocations {See Figure 1). Make
sure that the correct Burmer Head is placed with the corresponding
Orifice Holder and that the Electrode is located properly in the slot of
each Burner Head {See Figure 2). Proper Burner Head placerment
insures that each Bumerwill have the correct spark requiredforsurface
gas ignition.

Place the correct Burner Caps at each of the burner locations (Burnear
Cap PilotHole mustface up). Eachofthe 4 (four) Bumer Heads MUST
have a Burmner Capinstalled toinsure properigniticn and gasflame size
and mustbeinplace withthe Pilot Hole facing up BEFORE placing the
Burner Grates (See Figure 2).

Place the 2 {iwo) cast iron Burner Grates supplied with the rangs.
Carefully lineup the 2 Grate Pins on each Grate with the Cap Pilot Holes
in the 2 Burner Caps on each side of the range. DO NOT force the
Burner Grates onto the Burner Caps. Forcing the grates down onto
improperiy installed Burer Heads and Burner Caps may damage the
gas burners. Each Burner Capis designed with a Cap Pilot Holg in the
top center of the Cap. Visually check that ALL the Grate Pinsline up
into the Burner Cap Pilot Holes {See Figure 2). Properly installed
Burner Grates will rest with all four Grate legs on the glass cooktop.
Place the 2 (two} flue covers over the inner vent cover as shown on
figure 3.

REMEMBER—DONOTALLOW SPILLS, FOOD, CLEANING AGENTS
OR ANY OTHER MATERIALTO ENTER THE GAS ORIFICE HOLDER
OPENING. Always keep the Bumer Caps and Burner Heads in place
whenever the surface burners are inuse.

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Control Locations of the Gas Surface Burners
Your range is equipped with gas suriace bumers with 3
different BTU ratings. The ability to heat food quicker and
inlarger volumes increases as the bumer size increases.

The small SIMMER burner is best used for simmering
delicate sauces, etc. This burnerislocalted atthe right rear
burmner position on the cookiop (see figure 1).

The STANDARD burers can be used for most surface
cooking needs. The 2 burners are located atthe leftfrontand
rear burner positions on the cookiop (see figure 1).

The POWER bumerisbestusedforbringing large quantities
of liquid rapidly up to temperature or when preparing larger
guantities of food. The POWER bumeris located atthe left
front burner position on the cookiop (see figure 1),

Regardless of size, always select cockware thatis suitable
for the amount and type of food being prepared. Select a
bumer and flame size appropriate to the pan. Never allow
flames fo extend beyond the outer edge of the pan.

Operating the Gas Surface Controls:
1. Place cooking utensii on surface burner.
2. Push the surface control knob down and turn counterciockwise out of the OFF

position.

3. Release the knob and rotate to the LITE position (see figure 2). Note: All four
electronic surfaceignitors will spark at the sametime. However, only the bumeryou
are tuming on will ignite.

4. Visually check that the burner has a flame.

5. Turn the control knob counterclockwise to the desired flame size. The control
knobs do nothave to be set at a particular setting. Use the knob indicator seltings
io adjust the flame as needed. DO NOT cook with the surface control knob in the
LITE position. {The elecironic ignitor will continue to spark if the knob is leftin the

LITE position.)

top of the range when it is in use. These items could melt or ignite. Potholders, towels or wood spoons could caich fire
if placed too close to a flame.

Inthe eventof an electrical powerouiage, the surface burners can be litmanually. Tolight a surface burner, hold alitmaich
tothe burnerhead, then slowly turnthe surface control knob to LITE. After burnerlights turn the knob to desired setling. Use
caution when lighting surface burners manually.




Setting Proper Surface Burner Flame Size

Neverexiandthe flame beyond the cuter
edge of the utensil. A higher flame simply
wastes heat and energy, and increases
therisk of beingburnedbythegasflame.

For most cooking - start on the highest control setting and then turn to a lower
one to complete the process. Use the recommeandations below as a guide for
determining proper flamea size for various types of cooking. The size and type of
utensil used andthe amount of food being cookedwill influence the selling needed.

*Flame Size Type of Cooking

High Flame Start most foods; bring water to a boil; pan broiling.
MediumFlame Maintain a slow boil; thicken sauces, gravies,; steaming.
Low Flame Keep foods cooking; poach; stewing.

For deep fat frying - use a thermometer and adjust the surface control knob
accordingty. If the fatis too cool, the food will absorb the fat and be greasy. If the
fatis too hot, the food will brown so quickly that the center will be undercooked.
Do notattemptio deep fal fry too much food at once as the food will neitherbrown
nor cook propery.

*Note: Settings are based on using medium-welight metal or aluminum pans. Settings mayvary when using other types
of pans. The color of the flame is the key to proper burmner adjustment. A good flame is clear, blue and hardly visible in a well-
lighted room. Each cone of flame should be steady and sharp. Adjust or clean bumer if flame is yellow-orange.

‘Cooking Informations

Broiling

Broiling is & method of coocking tender cuts of meat by direct heat under the broil element of the oven.

Preheating

Preheating is suggested when searing rare steaks. (Remove the broiler pan before preheating. Foods will stick if placed on hot
metal.) To preheat, set the control(s) to BROIL as instructed in the Ownear's Guide. Wait for the element to become red-hot,
usually about 2 minuies. Prehealing is not necessary when broiling meais well-dona.

To Broil
Broil on side until the food is browned; tum and cook on the second side. Season and serve. Always pull rack out to the "stop”
position beforae tuming or removing food.

Determine Broiling Times

Broiling times vary, so walch the food closely. Time not only depends on the distance from elermnent, but on the thickness and
aging of meat, fat content and doneness preferred. The first side usually requires a few minutes longer than second. Frozen
meats also require additional time.

Broiling Tips
The broiler pan and it grid aliow dripping grease to drain and be kept away from the
high heat of the broiler.

DO NOT use the pan without its grid. DO NOT cover the grid with foil. The
exposed grease could ignite.

oven. If the fire continues, throw baking soda on the fire or use fire extinguisher. DO

Broiler Clean-Up Tips:

To make cleaning easier, line the botiom of the broiler pan with aluminum foil. DO

cooking is completed. Use hol pads because the broiler pan is extremely hot. Pour off grease. Scak the pan in HOT, socapy
water.

Clean the broller pan as soon as possible after each use. If necessary, use soap-filled steel wool pads. Heavy scouring may
scrateh the grid.

Self-Cleaning Oven

A Self-Cleaning oven cleans itseli with high temperatures (well above cooking
temperatures) which eliminate soils completely or reduces them 1o a fine
powdered ash you can wipe away with a damp cloth.

Adhere 1o the following cleaning precautions:

« DO NOTuseovencleaners orovenprotective coalingsinoraround any part
of the Self-Cleaning oven.

«  DONOTclean the oven doorgasket. The woven material of the oven door
gaskelis essential foragood seal. Care should be taken notto rub, damage
or remove the gasket,

« O NOT use any cleaning materials on the oven door gaskel. Doing so
could cause damage.

¢«  Hemovethebroiler panandinsert, all utensils and any aluminum foil.
These items cannot withstand high cleaning temperatures.

¢ Ovenracks do not have iobe removed. I they are not removed during the
Seli-Clean cycle their color will tum slightly blue and the finish will be dull.
After the cycle is complete and the oven has cooled, rub the sides of the
oven racks with wax paper or a cloth containing a small amount of salad
oil (this will make the racks glide easier inio the rack position).

¢« Hemove any excessive spilloversinthe oven cavily before starting the
Seli-Cleaning cycle. To clean, use hot, soapy water and a cloth. Large
spillovers can cause heavy smoke or fire when subjected to high
temperatures. DO NOT allow food spilis with a high sugar or acid content
{such as milk, tomatoes, sauerkraut, fruit juices or pie filling) to remain on
the surface as thay may leave a dull spot even after cleaning.

¢ Clean any soil from the oven frame, the door liner cutside the oven door
gasket and the small area at the front center of the oven bottom. These
areas heat sufficiently to burn soil on. Clean with soap and water.

NOTE: Prior to setting the Self-Clean cycle, any spills remaining on the oven
botiom should be removed.

What to Expect during Cleaning:

While the oven is in operation, the oven heals io temperatures much higher
than those used in normal cooking. Sounds of metal expansion and contrac-
tion are normal. Gdor is also normal as the food soll is being removed.
Smoke may appear through the oven vent.

If heavy spillovers are not wiped up before cleaning, they may flame and
calse more smoke and odor than usual. This is normal and safe and should
not cause alarm. If available, use an exhaust fan during the seli-cleaning
cycle,

NOTE: A smoke eliminator in the oven vent converts most of the soil into a
colorless vapor.

Consistent and proper cleaning is essential to maintaining your ceramic glass cooktop

Special Caution for Aluminum Foil and Aluminum Cooking Utensils

1} Aluminum foil
Use of aluminurn foil will damage the cooklop. Do not use under any circumstances.

2} Aluminum utensils
The melting point of aluminum being much lower than that of other metals, care must be taken when aluminum pots or
pans are used. If allowed to boil dry, not only will the utensil be ruined, but also permanent damage in the form of breakage,
fusing or marking may affect the ceramic glass surface.

Sliding aluminum or copper clad botiom pans on the cookiop can cause metal
markings on the cooktop surface. These marks should be removed immediately
after the cookiop has cooled using the cooklop cleaning cream. Metal marks can
become permanent if not removed prior to future use,

Cookware {cast iron, metal, ceramic or glass} with rough bottoms can mark or
scraich the cooklop surface. Do not slide anything metal or glass across the
cooklop. Do not use your cooktop as a cutting board or work surface in the
kitchan. Do not cook foods directly on the cooktop surface without a pan. Do
not drop heavy or hard objects on the glass cockiop, they may cause it io crack.

Things to Remember

1. AVOID using bleach and don't use ammonia io clean the
ceramic surface.

Weak, unstable floor. Be sure floor is level and can adequately support range. If floor
is sagging or slopping, contact a carpenter to correct the situation.

Gas line is hard-plumbed. Have a flexible C.S.A international approved metal
appliance connector installed.

Entire range or oven does not operate.

Make sure cord/plug is plugged tightly into outlel.

Service wiring is not complete. Call an authorized servicer.

Electrical power outage. Check house lights to be sure. Call yvour local electric
company for service. Surface burners can be lit manually.

*Oven control beeps and displays any F
code error (for example F11}

Electronic control has detected a fault condition. Press STOP/CLEAR to clear the
display and stop beeping. Reprogram oven. If faul recurs, record fault number. Press
STOPICLEAR and call an authorized servicer for assistance.

Oven lght does not work.

Replace or tighten bulb. See Changing Oven Light section in this Use & Care Guide.

Electrical power outage. Check house lights to be sure. Call your local electric
company for service.

Surface burners do not light.

Surface control knob has not been completely turned to LITE. Push in and turn the
surface control knob to LITE untit burner ignites and then turn the surface control
knob to the desired flame size.

Burner ports are clogged. Clean burners. See “Cleaning the Burner Grates, Burner

Fan noise during cooking operation.

A cooling fan may autornatically turn on and off to cool internal parts. It is normal,
and the fan may continue to run even after oven is turned off.

Flames inside oven or smoking from
vent.

Excessive spillovers in oven. Set self-clean cycle for a longer cleaning time.

Excessive spillovers in oven. This is normal, especially for pie spillovers or large
amounis of grease on the oven bottom. Wipe up excessive spillovers before siarting
the self-clean cycle. If flames or excessive smoke are present, stop the self-clean
cycle and follow the steps under "Stopping or Interrupting the Self-Cleaning
Cyele" in the Electronic Oven Control Guide.

Oven smokes excessively during
broiling.

Meat is too close to the element. Reposition the rack to provide proper clearance
between the meat and the oven boil element.

Meat is not properly prepared. Remove excess fat from meat. Remove remaining
fatty edges to prevent the meat from curling, but do not cut into the lean of the meat.

Broiler pan used without the Breiler Pan Insert or insert is covered with foil. DO NOT
use the Broiler Pan without the Broller Pan Insert or cover the insert with foil.
