If after you set the Clock (page 8), the Display again shows all 8's, your electricity
was off for a while. Reset the Clock.

o Stir, turn or rearrange the food
being cooked about halfway
through the cooking time for most
even doneness with all recipes.

¢ If a glass cover is not available, use
wax paper, paper towels or micro-
wave approved plastic wrap. Turn
back a corner to vent steam during
cooking.

may decrease the cooking time by
touching the “LESS” (Number 1) Pad
after selecting the category (before
touching START).

Cooking at lower
cook powers

For best results, some recipes call
for lower Cook Powers. The lower
the Cook Power, the slower the cook-
ing. Each Number Pad also stands
for a different percentage of Cook
Power. Many recipes in your Cook-
book tell you, by number, which
Cook Power to use. Recipes in other
books and magazines may tell you
by name (HI, MED, LO, etc.) or
percentage (10%, 50%, 80%, etc.).

About the “AUTO DEFROST”
Cycle

Third part .. 20% of full Cook Power

This automatic step-down in Cook
Power helps defrost food quickly and
completely.

Changing or adding defrost time

You can change the defrosting time
any time before or after touching

Any new time setting made while
AUTO DEFROST is operating will
continue the defrosting at only

Hints for using the Temperature
Probe

DO...

* stir foods during cooking when
recommended.

o stir soups, casseroles and drinks
before serving.

e cover roasts with foil after cooking
and let stand a few minutes.
Remove foil if you decide to cook
it longer.

¢ remove the probe from the oven
when not cooking by temperature.

DON’T...

» |et probe or probe cable touch any
part of the oven interior.

e let probe touch foil (if used). Foil
can be kept away from probe with
wooden toothpicks. Remove foil if
arcing occurs.

e use paper, plastic wrap or plastic
containers. They will be in the oven
too long.

® use probe in regular oven.

o force probe into frozen food.

¢ use probe for foods that need to
simmer.

Temperature Probe cooking tips

For casseroles, the tip of the probe
should be in the center of the food.
Stir foods when recommended.
Replace the probe.

For liquids, balance the probe on a
wooden spoon or spatula so the tip of
the probe is in the center of the liquid.

For roasts, the tip of the probe
should be in the center of the largest
muscle, but not touching fat or bone.

¢ Casseroles cooked using the
Temperature Probe should be made
from precooked foods. Do not use
raw meats, raw vegetables and
cream sauces in casseroles.

¢ Dry casseroles do not work well.

¢ Thaw frozen casseroles and meats
in the microwave oven before
inserting the probe.

o [f you are simultaneously cooking
individual servings, such as mugs of
soup, check the probe setting in
several of the items — all the mugs
may not heat at the same rate.

¢ Dry meat loaf mixtures don’t work
well.

¢ Remember that roasts may vary in
size, shape and composition. Use
the Temperature Probe as a guide,
along with the timings for minutes
per pound found in the Cookbook.
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Removing and cleaning the

Temperature Probe

1. Remove probe from microwave
oven using hot pads.

2. Wipe probe with a hot sudsy cloth.
Use a plastic scouring pad to
remove cooked-on foods.

3. Probe may be placed in the silver-
ware basket of the dishwasher.

Using PAUSE

AWARNING

To avoid sickness and food

waste when using DELAY

START:

¢ Do not use foods that will
spoil while waiting for
cooking to start, such as
dishes with milk or eggs,
cream soups, and cooked
meats or fish. Any food that
has to wait for cooking to
start should be very cold or
frozen before it is put in
the oven. MOST UNFROZEN
FOODS SHOULD NEVER
STAND MORE THAN TWO
HOURS BEFORE COOKING
STARTS.

¢ Do not use foods containing
baking powder or yeast when
using DELAY START. They
will not rise properly.

¢ Do not allow food to remain
in oven for more than two
hours after end of cooking
cycle.

Other operating hints

1. To double check settings while
the oven is running:

* Touch the Comand Pad for the
setting you want to check.
The instruction pregrammed for
that pad will show on the display
for 5 seconds. Then the Display
returns to showing what the oven
is doing.

Whole meal cooking rack

Use the metal Whole Meal Cooking
Rack for extra space when cooking in
more than one container at the same
time. The metal rack can be turned
upside-down to help fit taller
containers on the bottom of the oven.
See the Cookbook provided with your
oven for examples of menus that can
be cooked using the Whole Meal
Cooking Rack.

¢ Insert the rack securely into the
rack supports.on the side walls of
the oven.

Cleaning the rack

¢ Wash by hand with a mild
detergent and a soft or nylon
scrub brush. Dry completely.

¢ Do not use abrasive scrubbers
or cleansers to clean rack.

Personal Injury and
Product Damage Hazard

¢ Use hot pads when removing
rack from oven after cooking
to prevent burns. Rack may
be hot.

* Do not store the metal rack in
the oven. Arcing and
damage to the oven can
result if someone
accidentally starts the oven.

¢ Do not operate the oven with
the metal rack stored on the
floor of the oven. Damage to
the interior finish will result.

® Use rack only in the
microwave oven.

¢ Do not use rack with
browning dish.

¢ Do not let food container on
rack touch the top or sides of
the oven.

¢ Do not cook foods directly on
rack without putting them in
containers first.

¢ Do not place a metal cooking
container on rack.

INSTRUCTIONS

Before you begin, read the
following instructions completely
and carefully.

Installing your
microwave oven

1. Empty the microwave oven and
clean inside it with a soft, damp cloth.
Check for damage such as mis-
aligned door, damage around the
door or dents inside the oven or on
the exterior. If there is any damage,
please do not operate the unit until it
has been checked by an authorized
KitchenAid service technician and
any repairs made.

2. Put the oven on a cart, counter,
table or shelf that is strong enough to
hold the oven, the food and the uten-
sils you put in it. (The control side
of the unit is the heavy side. Use
care when handling.) The weight
of the oven is approximately 60 Ibs.
(27 kg).



3. Do not block the vent opening
at the front of the oven or the air
intake opening on the bottom of
the oven. Blocking vent or air intake
openings can cause poor cooking
results.

Make sure the microwave oven legs
are in place. Do not set the oven on
anything that will block the air intake
openings.

4. Do not install the oven next to
a conventional surface unit or in
any area where excessive heat
and steam are generated. This
could damage the outside of the
cabinet.

5. Electrical requirements

Observe all governing codes and
ordinances.

A 120 Volt, 60 Hz., AC only, 15 or

20 amp fused electrical supply is
required. (Time-delay fuse is recom-
mended.) It is recommended that a
separate circuit serving only this
appliance be provided.

6. GROUNDING
INSTRUCTIONS

AWARNING

Electrical Shock Hazard

Improper use of the grounding
plug can result in a risk of
electrical shock.

DO NOT UNDER ANY
CIRCUMSTANCES, REMOVE
THE POWER SUPPLY CORD
GROUNDING PRONG.

7. For your personal safety, this
appliance must be grounded. In the
event of an electrical short circuit,
grounding reduces the risk of electric
shock by providing an escape wire
for the electric current. This ap-
pliance is equipped with a polarized

3-prong grounding plug. it must be
plugged into a correct polarized
mating 3-prong grounding type wall
receptacle, properly installed and
grounded in accordance with the
National Electrical Code and local
codes and ordinances. If a mating
wall receptacle is not available or if
you are not sure if the wall receptacle
is properly grounded and polarized,
have it checked by a qualified
electrician.

it is the responsibility of the customer
to have a properly grounded and
correctly polarized 3-prong wall
receptacle installed by a qualified
electrician.
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Consult a qualified electrician if
the grounding instructions are not
completely understood, or if doubt
exists as to whether the appliance
is properly grounded.

Itis NOT recommended to use an
extension cord with your micro-
wave oven, but if you find it
necessary to do so temporarily
(until a properly grounded and
polarized 3-prong receptacle is
installed), use only a heavy duty
UL listed 3-wire grounding type
extension cord containing three
16-gauge (minimum) copper wires.
It must not be longer than 10 feet
(cords longer than 10 feet may affect
the cooking performance of your
microwave oven). The plug on the
extension cord must fit into a 3-prong
grounding type wall receptacle (as
shown on this page) and the recepta-
cle end of the extension cord must
accept the 3-prong grounding plug of
the microwave oven.

@ 8. Plug the oven into the
proper electrical outlet

and put about one cup (250 mL) of
cold water in a glass container in the
oven. Close the door. Make sure it
latches. Follow the directions on
page 15 to set the oven to COOK for
12 minutes. When the time is up, the
water should be heated.

9. This microwave oven is de-
signed for use in the household
only and must not be used for
commercial purposes.

DO NOT remove the outer case,
door, or control panel at any time.
The unit is equipped with high volt-
age and should not be serviced
unless by an authorized KitchenAid
trained service technician.

Building in your
microwave oven

Your microwave oven is not limited
to carts, counters or tables. Custom
installations are made easy with kits
available from your dealer.

1. Build the microwave oven into a
cabinet or wall by itself or over
built-in electric single ovens in the
KitchenAid KESO, KEBS and KEBI
model series.

2. Attach the microwave-oven to a
wall by itself or with cabinets over it.

CARING FOR YOUR
MICROWAVE OVEN

Wipe often with warm sudsy water
and a soft cloth or sponge.

For stubborn soil, boil a cup of water
in the oven for 2 or 3 minutes. Steam
will soften the soil.

Be sure to clean the areas where the
door and oven frame touch when
closed. When cleaning surfaces of
door and oven that come together on
closing the door, use only mild, non-
abrasive soaps or detergents applied
with a sponge or soft cloth. Rinse
well.

Cleaning the microwave oven ACAUTION

Abrasive cleansers, steel wool
pads, gritty wash cloths, etc.,
can damage the control panel,
and the interior and exterior
oven surfaces. Use a soft cloth
or a sponge with a mild
detergent or spray glass
cleaner.
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Replacing the light bulb

The microwave oven light should
come on whenever the door is
opened or the oven is operating.

AWARNING

Electrical Shock Hazard

Turn off power at main power
supply before replacing the
light bulb. Failure to do so
could result in electrical shock.
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To replace:

1. Unplug, or turn off at fuse box or
circuit breaker.

2. Open the oven door.

3. Remove the 3 screws from the
front of the cover.

4, Puil down the front portion of the
cover. (It is creased across its
width to form a hinge.)

5. Remove and replace the 25-watt
candelabra-base bulb (#313969).
Obtain bulb from your authorized
KitchenAid dealer.

6. Close the cover and replace the
SCrews.

7. Plugin, or turn on the main power
supply.



HOW YOUR MICROWAVE

OVEN WORKS

Microwave ovens are safe. Micro-
wave energy is not hot. It causes
food to make its own heat, and it’s
this heat that cooks the food.

Microwaves are like TV waves or
light waves. You can't see them, but
you can see what they do.

A magnetron in the microwave oven
produces microwaves. The micro-
waves move into the oven where
they are scattered or stirred by a
mode mixer (like a fan). Microwaves
bounce off metal oven walls and are
absorbed by food.

The ceramic bottom of your micro-
wave oven lets microwaves through.
Then they bounce off a metal floor,
back through the ceramic bottom and
are absorbed by the food.

Microwaves pass through glass,
paper and most plastics without
heating them so food absorbs the
energy. Microwaves bounce off metal
pans so food does not absorb the
energy.

Microwaves may not reach the cen-
ter of a roast. The heat around the
outside is what cooks the roast all the
way through. This is one of the rea-
sons for letting some foods (roasts,
baked potatoes) stand for a while
after cooking, or for stirring some
foods during the cooking time.

The microwaves disturb water mole-
cules in the food. As the molecules
bounce around bumping into each
other, heat is made, like rubbing your
hands together. This is the heat that
cooks. 35



OPERATING SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

AWARNING

To reduce the risk of fire,
electrical shock, injury to
persons, or damage when
using the microwave oven,
follow the precautions on
pages 36-38.

Never cook or reheat a whole
egg.

Steam build-up in whole eggs may
cause them to burst and burn you,
and possibly damage the oven. Slice
hard boiled eggs before heating. In
rare instances, poached eggs have
been known to explode. Cover
poached eggs and allow a standing
time of one minute before cutting
into them.

Liquids heated in certain containers
{(especially cylindrical-shaped con-
tainers) may become overheated.
The liquid may splash out with a loud
noise during or after heating or when
adding ingredients (coffee, etc.)
resulting in harm to the oven and
possible personal injury. For best
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results stir any liquid several times
before heating or reheating.

NEVER lean on the door or allow
a child to swing on it when the door
is open. Injury could result.

USE HOT PADS. Microwave energy
does not heat containers, but the hot
food does.

DO NOT heat, store or use

flammable, inflammable or corrosive
materials in or near the oven. Fumes
can create a fire hazard or explosion.



DO NOT can foods in the oven.
Closed glass jars may explode
resulting in damage to the oven or
possible personal injury.

DO NOT use the oven to sterilize
objects (baby bottles, etc.). ltis
difficult to maintain the high
temperature required for safe
sterilization.

DO NOT deep fry in the oven.
Microwavable utensils are not suitable
and it is difficult to maintain appro-
priate deep frying temperatures.

DO NOT use the oven for storage.
Do not leave paper products, books
or cooking utensils in the oven when
not in use. Fire may result if some-
one accidentally starts the oven.
Don't let anything touch the top of
the oven.

DO NOT overcook potatoes. Fire
could result. At the end of the recom-
mended cooking time they should be
slightly firm. Wrap in foil and set
aside for 5 minutes. They will finish
cooking while standing.

If a fire should start in the oven
cavity:

¢ keep door closed

e turn oven off

¢ disconnect the power supply at
the cord, fuse box or circuit breaker.

DO NOT pop popcorn, except in a
microwave approved popcorn popper
or commercial package designed
especially for microwave ovens.
NEVER try to pop popcorn in a paper
bag. Overcooking may result in
smoke and fire.

Starting a microwave oven when it's
empty is not recommended. If you
experiment, put a container of water
in the oven.

It is normal for the inside of the
oven door to look wavy after the oven
has been running for a while.
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DO NOT use newspaper or other
printed paper in the oven. Fire could
resulit.

DO NOT dry flowers, fruit, herbs,
wood, paper, gourds or clothes in the
oven. Fire could result.

DO NOT try to melt paraffin wax in
the oven. You may be burned.

General information

If your electric power line or outlet
voltage is less than normal 120 volts,
cooking times may be longer.

To test a dish for safe use, put it

into the oven with a cup of water
beside it. Cook on HIGH Cook Power
for one minute. If the dish gets hot
and water stays cool, do not use it.

IF YOU NEED SERVICE OR

ASSISTANCE

Follow These Steps

1. If your microwave should fail to
operate, review the following list
before calling your dealer. You
could save the cost of a service
call.

If nothing operates:

¢ Is the power supply cord plugged
into a live circuit with the proper
voltage? (See page 31.)

* Have you checked your home's
main fuses or circuit breaker box?
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* Have you checked the electric
company for a power failure?

If the microwave oven will

not run:

¢ Is the timer set?

¢ If the Temperature Probe is being
used, is it plugged tightly into its
socket?

¢ Is the door firmly closed and
latched?

* Did you touch START?

* Did you follow the directions
exactly?



If the microwave cooking times

seem too long:

¢ |s the electric supply to your home
or wall outlet low or lower than
normal? Your electric company can
tell you if the line voltage is low. Your
electrician or service technician can
tell you if the outlet voltage is low.

o |s the Cook Power set correctly?

* Are you allowing for more time
when cooking more food at one
time?

If the Display shows a time

counting down but the oven is

not cooking:

¢ |s the Kitchen Timer in Use?

® |s the oven door closed
completely?

¢ |s the oven in a standing time
between AUTO DEFROST and
COOK. (See page 18.)

If you do not hear a Programming
Tone (page 7):

¢ |s the command correct?

¢ Has the tone been cancelled?

If the fan seems to be running

slower than usual:

* Has the oven been stored in a cold
area? The fan will run slower until
the oven warms up to normal room
temperature.

If there has been a power inter-

ruption, the Display will show

88:88. Reset the Clock (page 8).

If the microwave oven turns off

too soon or not soon enough

when using the probe:

¢ |s at least ¥4 of the probe in the
food?

e |s the probe tip in the center of the
food?

¢ Is the probe touching bone or fat?

® Have you allowed roasts to stand
for a few minutes after cooking?

¢ |s the probe plugged tightly into its
socket?

¢ |s the Cook Power set correctly?

¢ |s the Probe Temperature set
correctly?

2. If the problem is not due to one
of the above items, first call your
dealer or the repair service he
recommends.

¢ All service should be handled locally
by the dealer from whom you
purchased the unit or an authorized
KitchenAid servicer.

3. In the event you are unable to ob-
tain the name of a local authorized
KitchenAid servicer, call
KitchenAid Customer Relations
Department, TOLL FREE:
